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Disaster Management Workshop Held

A disaster management workshop was held here at Chamba at the behest of the district administration to review the preparedness of different major hydel projects of the district against various risk factors including terrorist and natural calamities. A site mock drill was also organized at Khairi, the dam site of Chamera-I. 


During his address on the occasion, Deputy Commissioner Devesh Kumar briefed about the objectives of holding this workshop. He told as per intelligence inputs from the security agencies, dams in the district were at a high risk and the administration was directed by the government to remain alert and prepared for coping with any such incidence.  The security of dams was also important from economic point of view as the power threat might hamper the progress of the country, he added.  He also urged the concerned authorities to remain vigilant in case any natural catastrophe occurs.     


DC said such preparedness helped the concerned authorities and the administration to fight well in the event of occurrence of such incidence.  He expressed satisfaction over the preparation by different dam authorities after the presentation made by them on screen. A report of the preparedness would be sent to the Ministries of Power and Home, he said. 

Various disaster management plans spoke of making arrangements and fighting not only against terrorist activities like sabotage, attacks, bomb plantation etc. but also against natural calamities like earthquakes, landslide, flood, fire etc.
