EM STRESSES UPON PUNCTUALITY

Stressting upon the value of maintaining punctuality, sincerety and dedication in life, Education minister ID Dhiman has asked all the district officers to make every effort to achieve the time- bound targets set on the on-set of every financial year so that the aimed people can be benefitted and fruits of the welfare policies, programmes and schemes launched by the state government can by juiced by the public. He has said that a punctual person can finish all his works in time and such an officer can accomplish his targets well in time.

He was addressing the gathering of non-official members and district officers convened here at local bachat bhawan, Hmairpur for the review of the District Planning Development and 20-Point Programme Monitoring Committee Meeting.


He expressed satisfaction over the attainments by different departments achieved by the 31st of July during the current financial year and said it was due to the efforts and hard work of the state officials that the state could win seven awards out of a total of 41 awards given at a function in New Delhi after a national survey conducted by the India Today group. He said it was easy to achieve success in life but difficult to maintain and all the officers and employees of the state should work sincerely to maintain the tempo of the development set by the chief minister Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal. He said all the policies and programmes of the government turn out to be a success only when the policy makers, implementing agencies and the public unite together.
