104 GRAM SABHAS’ MEETINGS LACK QUORUM 

All the 229 gram pachayats of Hamirpur district gathered today to conduct a meeting of their gram sabhas. As per the informations received from various parts of the district, only 115 gram sabhas had a full quorum. This meeting was convened to decide the cases of SC, ST and BPL families along with the beneficiaries of Indira Awas Yojana, small and marginal farmers waiting for irrigation facilities for their land, horticulture development and land develpoment under the NREGA.
The district administration had directed all the gram panchayats through the SDMs and BDOs to convene these meetings. The district administration had, also, instructed these officers to conduct prior meetings with their panchayat officers and PRI functionaries to make these meetings a success. The people were also urged to participate in these meetings and get their proposals and plans approved to give boost to their economy.


As per the norms of the Panchayati Raj Act, atleast one-third of the total number of members of a gram sabha should assemble to allow the proceedings of the house to commence with. Second time the number is restricted to one-fifth of the total strength. In a gram sabha of a gram panchayat, all the denizens of that particular panchayat are the members of their gram sabha by virtue of their living and the enrollment in that panchayat.

Meanwhile, district commissioner A Jain made a surprise inspection of the proceedings of the Sohari Gram Panchyat under the Bijhar Block and found that by 12:30PM, the gram sabha was lacking the quorum. Later the house had the sufficient number and he briefed about various schemes of the state government.
