Workshop on NPS on March 9

A Wokshop to ponder over the coverage strategy of the new pension scheme (NPS) would be organized on March 9 at the Local Hamir Hotel. In the inaugural session the cohesive approach to NPS expansion would be discussed. The two technical sessions would hold brain storming on NPS coverage strategies with NPS stakeholders and finalization of NPS action plan for Hamirpur District including blocks. 

Giving details of the workshop Assistant Commissioner Dr. Madhu Chaudhary said under the aegis of the Union Govt. this new pension system based on the study of Asian Development Bank was launched at the local branch of State Bank of India on January 19 this year. Presently, this scheme is being executed in two districts of the country only on experiment basis and would soon be replicated in other districts if the results were found satisfactory.

DC asks to ensure smart card coverage by March 31

Deputy Commissioner Abhishek Jain has urged all the BDOs and the concerned Gram Panchayat Pradhans to ensure the smart card coverage of all the BPL families of the district by March 31 so that these families could be given benefits under the National Health  Insurance Scheme beginning from April 01 this year. The BPL families having five members have to pay just Rs. 30 per annum to avail the health facilities under the scheme being extended by the Central Govt. and implemented through the State Government.
The Deputy Commissioner was presiding over the monthly meeting of the BDOs and the officers of the lining departments convened here to review the progress of the MNREGA and the coverage of the National Health  Insurance Scheme.

He said any ailing member of the benefitting families would be given the treatment cover upto Rs.30,000 for minor aliments and Rs.1.75 lakhs for serious diseases per annum with the condition of admission into the notified hospitals and health institutions for the claimed ailment.  These cards could be obtained through the concerned BDO with the help of the Panchayat Pradhan or independently.  
He also asked all the officers of the lining departments and the BDOs to remain vigilant while implementing the schemes approved and sanctioned under the MNREGA. He asked to ensure maximum community participation of the people in these schemes to guarantee high quality work. As many as 727 schemes were sanctioned at a cost of Rs.1217.25 lakhs in six blocks through eight line departments.  
PO, DRDA Ajeet Bhardwaj welcomed the participants while conducting the meeting.
