Inculcate right values asks Pallam Raju 

MM Pallam Raju Minister of State for Defence and the Chairman of the Sainik Schools Society of India, while addressing the gathering in the cultural evening on the occasion of 32nd Raising Day of the Sainik School, Sujanpur Tihra here late last evening asked to inculcate the right ideals, values and ethics so that the our young democratic country might flourish. Opportunities should be grabbed by the individuals and created equally for compatriots as we had a huge responibility on our shoulders.   

Speaking on the functioning of the Sainik Schools in the country, Raju said that so far there are more than 200 Sainik Schools all over the country and every school presented a different experience he visited.  He said that it was the responosiblity of the individual and the society to work as a whole for the national integration. Expressing his worry over the health of the students, he cited the report of India Today, a weekly and said that the students were getting affected healthwise and educationwise all over the country. It was a mission of the Sainik School Society to provide a proper and elite environment for the rurlite children so that they become officers in Indian Forces. All the staff of the Sainik School society were working together to provide a better and committed milieu and the curriculum and activities were unique and helpful in shaping the personality of the students. 

 Minister of State for Defence expressed happiness over the feelings and attitude of the rural youngsters and said that they had an ardent love for the country and were keen to join the Armed forces. Information technology was vital in ultra-modern warfare and he insisted upon developing proper communication skills so that maximum potential of every individual might be harnessed for individual and community development. He also showed pleasure over the progress of the school and said more than 207 students were selected in NDA so far and hoped that this number would continue to arise in future. Raju insisted to grow and instill the sense of patriotism in the people especially the younger generation and put these values into practice.

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Experiences of Hamirpur to be replicated

Experiences and success of Hamirpur and Mandi districts would be replicated all over the nation and in other countries, where the World Bank aided Water and Sanitation Programmes are being executed. This was revealed by Ian Moise, consultant of the World Bank today here at Hamirpur after his meeting with Deputy Commissioner Abhshek Jain. Anand, expert of Water and Sanitation Programmes (WSP) in India was also present in the meeting. 


Prior to this revelation, the deputy commissioner told the consultant of the World Bank that the district had done a splendid job by protecting and conserving 500 traditional water sources in the district under NREGA. All these sources were being covered, grilled and proper entrance were being constructed so that no animal could pollute these sources. A survey of educational organizations and health was conducted in the district to know the sanitary needs of these institutions so that shortcomings of all these units could be met with under the Total Sanitation Campaign and the Sarv Shiksha Abhiyan, he added.   


He also told the two member team that community toilets were also being constructed in the district at 60 places so that the local public and the tourists could be benefitted. He said though Hamirpur was a small district in terms of the area, but it was declared the topper recently in all fields by the state govt. The district had a better literacy rate, road connectivity and overall socio-economic milieu.

This team along with Ajeet Bhardwaj, PO, DRDA visited the non-ODF panchayat, Bhumpal so that the capacity building process might be studied.
