District herbal federation to be set up soon


A district level herbal federation would soon be set up in Hamirpur district. Cent percent funding for the cause of aolevera would be provided under the NREGA scheme and the members of the societites would be given free plants. Interested parites would be given free training for the aloevera farming. 


This was revealed by Deputy Commissioner Abhishek Jain here today while presiding over a meeting convened here to formulate an action plan to popularize the herbal gardening in the district.

Panchayat level societies were being set up in the district and 20 such societies had already been formed in the Tauni Devi Bolck.
