Workshop on New Pension Scheme Held

A Wokshop to ponder over the coverage strategy of the new pension scheme (NPS) was organized today at the Local Hamir Hotel. In the inaugural session the cohesive approach to NPS expansion was discussed. During the two technical sessions brain storming on NPS coverage strategies with NPS stakeholders and finalization of NPS action plan for Hamirpur District including blocks were organized. 


Speaking on the occasion Deputy Commissioner Abhishek Jain said self-reliance always escalated the self-esteem of an individual so one should always save something for a rainy day when he or she was running in healthy time. Only 8 per cent Indian worked in the organized sector and the New Pension Scheme was aimed at providing security to the people working in the un-organized sector. This scheme was launched under the aegis of the Union Govt. The new pension system based on the study of Asian Development Bank was launched at the local branch of State Bank of India on January 19 this year. Presently, this scheme is being executed in two districts of the country only on experiment basis and would soon be replicated in other districts if the results were found satisfactory.  

While welcoming the participants Dr. Kavim Bhatanagar of Invest India said this scheme was designed for the age group between 18 to 55 for all the citizens of India.  Presently one rural district, Hamirpur and one urban district, Mysore was chosen under this scheme initiated by the Pension Fund Regulatory and Development Authority (PFDRDA).  Holders of this system would get pension after attaining the age of 60 and could pay minimum Rs. 500 monthly or Rs. 6000 annually.  No limit of maximum contribution had been fixed under the scheme. 


Chief Manager of SBI KC Tunkia, DSO PC Sharma, DPRO Ajay Parashar and heads of various organizations were among others present on the occasion.
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
