No non-Himachali to be engaged sans verification-DC

Now no non-Himachali would be seen in the district earning his or her livelihood without getting their antecedents verified from the concerned police station house officeres (SHO). It would be compulsory for such non-Himachalis to furnish his or her particulars along with a photograph of passport size to the station house officer concerned for identification and verification of his or her antcedents and get an identity card from the station house officer. 

Revealing this deputy commissioner Abhishek Jain said that he had passed these orders under section 144 Cr PC to maintain peace and tranquility and insure public safety in the district. All non-Himachalis, who wanted to earn their livelihood by engaging themselves in trades or services such as establishing reharis or running their vendor business or by offering contract labour services, would come under the ambit of these orders.  

No employer, contractor or trader would engage any migrant labourer visiting hamirpur district in petty non-formal job or sevice or contract labour unless and until such migrant labourer had furnished his particulars in the concerned police station. Any breach of these orders would invite penal action under section 188 of the Indian Penal Code against the defaulter, he added. This step had been taken to put check on such person so that the anti-social element in the guise of job seekers might not pose threat to other citizens. During interrogation of miscreants involved in various crimes in the district, it was divulged that some of these criminals were non-Himachalis and engaged in petty non-formal job or sevice or contract labour activities.  
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
