Horticulture Minister to meet Delhi CM Tomorrow 

Shimla, 1 May, 2008:  Mr. Narinder Bragta, Horticulture Minister, would meet Smt. Sheela Dixit, Chief Minister of Delhi tomorrow to discuss the issue of 8 percent commission being charged from the fruit growers of Himachal Pradesh. He would also take up other issues relating to the welfare of farmers and growers of the state.


Mr. Bragta said that the 8 percent commission being charged form the growers was objectionable and highly irregular. The State government had taken up this issue with the Delhi Government and efforts were on to solve this issue. He said, BJP government had also raised this issue in its previous tenure and on insistence of Himachal Government, the then Delhi government had incorporated the provisions in the Delhi Agriculture Produce Marketing (regulation) Act, 1998 which was later amended by APMC wherein it was clearly mentioned that commission would be charged from the buyers and not from the farmers/growers. But these provisions had not been implemented and commission was still being charged form the growers.

Horticulture Minister said that he would also discuss the certain other important issues relating to the farmers and growers of the state with Delhi Chief Minister including creation of separate marketing yards for selling of flowers, construction of new Kisan Bhawan and regulation of traffic inside Azadpur Subzi Mandi.

Shri Narinder Bragta, Horticulture Minister, while disclosing this here today, said that with the construction of this market, a prolonged demand of the farmers and growers of the state would be fulfilled. He thanked the Chief Minister for granting permission and releasing funds to construct this market on priority basis.
