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Jan Chetna Rally held at Una

The State Government would be acquiring upfront premium of Rs. 482 crore out of three hydro electric projects allotted to reputed companies for the first time in the hydel power history of the State besides availing of free power equity participation and 70 percent employment conditions. This was revealed by Shri Virbhadra Singh, Chief Minister while addressing the massive Jan Chetna Rally at Una today. 

Chief Minister said that Janri-Thupan and Thupan Dowari hydel projects of 480 MW each in district Kinnaur and 260 MW Kutehar project in Chamba district had been allotted for execution by the internationally reputed companies through international bidding and maintaining transparency in all such allotments. He said that soon the pre-implementation agreement would be signed with the companies which would fetch the State exchequer 50 percent of upfront premium amount. He said that it would add to strengthen the economy of the State.

Shri Virbhadra Singh said that unemployment was an universal phenomenon which was being addressed by creating employment and self employment avenues in government and private sectors. He said that his Government was alive to the situation and had accorded top priority to create such avenues. He said that besides job opportunities, self employment avenues were also being encouraged for adoption by the enterprising youth. 

Chief Minister said that over 60,000 job avenues were created in the government sector alone during last four years, while 33,000 more had been targeted for the current financial year. He said that besides 3.15 lakh avenues were estimated in the industrial sector. He said that condition of 70 percent employment  was being implemented strongly and labour officers has been appointed to ensure implementation of this condition by the industrial houses and hydel projects in letter and spirit. 

Shri Virbhadra Singh said that his Government was committed to eradicate corruption from the society and had initiated a number of steps to achieve the objective. He charged the previous Government of encouraging corruption making up of common man difficult to live. He said that the same Government was charged of corruption by its own Ministers and MLAs, which confirmed that the corruption was at its peak during previous regime. 

Chief Minister said that his Government had constituted the institution of Lokayukta providing people a platform to file affidavit against any authority, so that truth come prevail. He said that even the Chief Minster had been brought under the purview of Lokayukta so that transparency in the Government was maintained. He said that people needed to approach the Lokayukta to dig out the truth so that people were aware of the facts. He said that effective steps were underway to ensure that people were provided corruption free, responsive, efficient and transparent administration. 
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Shri Virbhadra Singh said that public awareness rallies would be held in every district such as Paddal in Mandi district, Chougan in Chamba district, Dhalpur in Kullu district, Hamirpur town, Gurudwara compound in Paonta Sahib and Luhnu ground of Bilaspur district followed by similar rallies in rest of the districts. He said that H.P. people were hospitable and always welcomed people from outside the State by rising above all consideration. He said that opposition leaders were also being declared as State Guests and provided VIP treatment, no matter whether the purpose of such visit was personal and political. 

Chief Minister said that the nation had unity in diversity and people of all faiths co-exists amicably in a peaceful atmosphere. He said that every faith had to be honoured and reversed which was essential for the strengthening of communal harmony and universal brotherhood. He said  that some political parties had been misleading the people in the name of faith, who were not the well wishers of the nation.

Smt. Viplove Thakur, MP and President, HPCC said that Congress was the oldest political party in the country committed to the alleviation of poverty and uplift the socially and economically weaker sections of the society. She said the increase in prices of essential commodities was the outcome of the wrong policies of NDA Government at the Centre which surfaced recently. He appreciated the endeavour of the UPA and State Government in curbing the prices and launching various schemes to provide people especially the weaker sections of the society, essential commodities at subsidized prices as also banning the export and forward trading of the same. She said that people knew for themselves as to which party was committed to safeguard the interests of the poor and vulnerable sections of the society. She appreciated the endeavour of the State Government in providing Rs. 100 crore subsidy on essential commodities to the ration card holding families. 

Shri Ram Lal Thakur, Forest Minister said that new milestones of development were established in the State during last four years. 

Shri Kuldeep Kumar, Industries Minister said that Jan Chetna Rally of Una would mark a golden chapter in the history of the district. 

Shri Mukesh Agnihotri and Shri Rakesh Kalia, MLAs counted the developmental milestones established in the district during last four years.
