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Body of Apoorva Found

Body of Apoorva Chaudhary, 20, a student of second year BE (Architecture) course of NIT, Hamirpur was traced out from the river Beas today around 12:30 PM by a group of four divers from Nangal near Bhaleth, a site infamous for already proving the tomb of many a people, who tried to find out adventure in the swift currents of this river at this point. His two near relatives from Delhi were present on the site at the time of recovering his body embowered in the rocks of the river. His parents were expected to arrive at Hamirpur by the morning of April 12. 

Tehsildar, Sujanpur Manish Chaudhary, who was conducting the search, rescue and relief operations since the local administration received the unpleasant information, told that Apoorva Chaudhary along with his four classmates Parmesh Thakur, Dev Vrata Rana, Aman Thakur and Pravesh Sharma was on a spree to Sujanpur. To cope up the heat waves, these students got to the bank near Bhaleth Temple. Three of them at once entered into the water at a point, where the speed is very high and houses many an eddy. Two of these entered into the deep waters and were driven by the strong currents. While ParmneshThakur was lucky enough to get hold of a pipe of a lift irrigation scheme, but Apoorva was destined to loose the battle. The administration under ADM CP Verma along with DSP Rajesh Kumar and SHO Ramesh Thakur swung into action as soon as the information was received. Local swimmers and boats were deployed in the rescue and relief operations. Meanwhile divers from Nangal were called for assistance, who could reach at the spot late evening. The group started the operation in the morning at nine and after the toil of more than three hours, recovered his body engulfed in the inside rocks of the river.
