Regular Training Batch for Nurses-Dr.Bindal
Shimla, 12 May:  With a view to provide adequate trained nursing staff in all hospitals of the Pradesh, a regular training batch for Nurses would be started annually which would provide job opportunities to unemployed especially women besides strengthening health network in the State. This was stated by Dr. Rajiv Bindal, Health Minister while presiding over “International Nurse’s Day” function held at Nursing Hostel here today.

He said that due to some reasons regular Nurse Training Batches could not be held during past 7 years because of which there was shortage of trained nurses. He said that at present there was 706 vacancies of nurses in the State which would be filled up in a phased manner. He said that in health sector Doctors, Nurses and Para Medical Staff were supplement to each other and efforts would be made to strengthen these to make health delivery system more efficient. He said that Doctors, Nurses and Para Medical Staff while performing their duties were feared to be exposed to infections and there was need to provide them preventive cover. 

Dr.Bindal said that around the world 12th May, the birth anniversary of Florence Nightingale was celebrated as International Nurse’s Day every year and the theme for 2008 is “Delivering Quality, Serving Communities: Nurse Leading Primary Health Care.” He said that Forence Nightingale popularly known as “Lady with the Lamp” had dedicated her entire life to nurse the ailing human beings. She had set up an example of selfless service and legend in nursing evocation, to inspire young women to adopt nursing as their profession, he added.  He said that nurses were in fact serving mankind with love and compassion and it was one of the oldest and pious profession which demands dedication and sincerity and provide an opportunity to serve the ailing. There was hardly any health activity which could be completed without the assistance of nurses, he added.  

Health Minister said that B.Sc. Nursing Courses would be started both in Government and Private Sector. He said that efforts would be done to provide promotions to nurses in due time. He said that State Govt. was contemplating a  uniform policy to regularize the contract appointments in all Departments which would also benefit the Contractual nurses in the State. 

He also released a Souvenir and honored Sister Nirmala Chandel for writing Poetry Collection titled “Maa Ke Liye”. 

Ms Jyoti Walia, President Trained Nurses Association HP presented the demands of Nurses while Sister Hema Sharma thanked.
