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518 poly-houses built: DC 


As many as 518 poly-houses had been built in the district during the last financial year under the Pt. Deen Dayal Kisan-Bagwan Samridhi Yojna. The farmers were given a subsidy to the tune of 80 per cent comprising of Rs.382.2 Lakhs. A total of 6.29 hectare area was brought under the poly-houses. The farmers were provided a subsidy of Rs.175 Lakhs for construction of 619 micro irrigation systems bringing 430 hectare of land under it. A subsidy of Rs.6 Lakhs was given for the construction of water sources. 


This was revealed by Deputy Commissioner Abhishek Jain here today at Sachuhi while presiding over the review and extension meeting of the district  level and local agriculture officers and farmers convened after the study tour of the journalists at Bhaleth, Chabutara  and Sachuhi to inspect the poly-houses, micro irrigation systems and water sources built at these places. It was for the first time that a review meeting of such sort was organized at the grass root level in the district. 

Deputy Commissioner urged the agriculture officials to work at the grass root level so that various programmes and schemes implemented for the benefit of the farmers could succeed. He said the objective of holding this meeting and study tour was to communicate directly with the farmers. Such meetings would be replicated across the district, he said. 

Deputy Director Agriculture (DDA) Dr.  AS Rana conducted the meeting and briefed about the annual progress of the last financial year. Giving details of the current fiscal year, he said a target of building 550 poly-houses was set giving Rs.435 lakhs as subsidy and bringing 900 hectare of land under micro irrigation systems. A subsidy of Rs.350 lakhs would be given on these irrigation systems. A mobile soil testing van was given to the district for testing of soil in each village at the spot. By this time, a total of 16,275 soil health cards had been provided after testing of 10,519 samples. 16 community tanks at a cost of Rs.16 lakhs and 26 personal tanks at a cost of Rs.9 lakhs were built. A total of Rs.24.5 lakhs as subsidy was given to 12,877 farmers for vermi-culture.   


Around 35 agriculture officers, 60 farmers and 20 journalists attended the meeting.
