Incessant rain caused loss of Rs. 30-35 Crore in Shimla Distt. 

Shimla, August 13, 2007: Shri  Tarun Kapoor, Deputy Commissioner, 
Shimla  told here today that as per primary reports  loss of Rs. Thirty to thirty five crore has been estimated due to incessant rains during last 48 hours in the district. He told that roads had been blocked in various places in the district and the loss includes damage of roads, bridges, paths, govt. and non-govt. building etc.

Shri  Kapoor said that all the Sub-Divisional Magistrate have been instructed to prepare damage  reports. He said that the affected people would be given the relief after receipt of these reports.

 He told that four persons of two families died due to land slide last night in Kalinda-Matiana panchayat of Theog Block while other four have received minor injuries. He told that eight persons of two families were sleeping when this incident took place late last night. He told that deceased persons Prem Kumari 36 years, Vishal 5 months, Bhim Bahadur 60 years belongs to one  family and ex-gratia grant of Rs. Ten thousand have been given to the next of kin while Rs five thousand to the next of kin of  Man Prashad 60 years  the fourth deceased. He said that injured were discharged after given treatment.

Sh. Kapoor said that many roads have been opened and efforts were on to open the others which were blocked due to land slides. He said that Theog-Narkanda road were open to traffic today. He said that PWD officials had been directed to open the blocked link roads at the earliest keeping in view on going apple season. 

He said that a truck carrying about 550 apple boxes met with an accident last night at Nani Station between Shilaru and Matiana due to land slide while no casualty occurred.
