Communication was the key to behavioural change-Shanan

Shimla January, 14:  Communication was the key to behavioural change and we should strive to find out best possible ways and means to deliver the message amongst all sections of society. Shri Deepak Shanan, Principal Secretary Health said this at State Health & Family Welfare Training Centre Parimahal today while presiding over communication Strategy workshop on sex selctions & female foeticide. This workshop was attended by Smt. Sulkshna Puri Director Health, Shri GS Chandel Retd Joint Director Health, CMOs, MOs from all Districts of the Pradesh, Members of District Advisory Committee, Press & Media Persons, Dr. Subhash Medhapurkar Director NGO Sutra, members of HP Gian-Vigyan Samiti. 


He said that today’s workshop on PC PNDT Act would never be successful until & unless the society changes it behavioral pattern. He said it was the duty and responsibility of everyone to bring the awareness in the society. He said if the Government scheme like “Total Sanitation Programme” could be successful in the State then why cant consisted & concerted efforts of all could yield desired results in improving sex ratio. He said it was not the responsibility of only designated officials to make society aware about social issues such as decling sex ratios, but every stake holder had a role to play. He also underlined the role of press & media persons in making people aware about sex selection & female foeticide. He said that we were living in democracy and we should never had a perfect society as we have deep rooted thought, diversification in society & culture, opinion difference where every law could be successful if the society accepts it. He said that law gives direction and was an indicator where society should go. He said that law was a pre-curser of society. He said that we have to give consensus to behave that law should be observed.


Shri Shanan said that change of mindset was must for our survival and if we behave ourselves only then we can bring behavioral change. He said that communication should mean to ensure involvement of all in the society. He stressed the need to persuade the message at grass root level with active involvement of PRIs, NGOs and decision making people in the society. 


Shri B.M. Nanta, Mission Director National Rural Health Mission said that economic prosperity and education have no bearing on the sex ratio or in changing the mindset of preference of sons over daughters. It was important to note that education of women itself may not empower them sufficiently or ensure their stay in decision making unless they were gainfully employed to support themselves. Smt. Suniti Ganju State Nodel Officer PNDT in her presentation informed that National sex ratio as per 2001 census was 927 whereas in HP it was 896. She said that due to state efforts to improve sex ratio it was  improving subsequently and  in the year 2007 it was 903 female per thousand males. 


The participants deliberated in detail specific recommendations to develop a multi dimensional, sustainable communication strategy which would be implemented earnestly.
