-:INDEPENDENCE DAY CELEBRATED AT CHAMBA:-

CHAMBA, AUGUST 15


“It is a matter of great pride for us that we are celebrating the Independence Day to mark the freedom which India attained sixty years ago witnessing sacrifices of the brave heroes of the Indian soil, whom we today pay rich tributes. Our country is extremely indebted to these great revolutionaries who breathed a new life and freshness paving the way for the progress and prosperity of India”.


This was stated by the Himachal Industries Minister Mr. Kuldeep Kumar while presiding over the Independence Day celebrations at the historic Chowgan of Chamba here today.


On this auspicious occasion, the minister felicitated the people of Chamba in particular and the state in general who had been preserving the long chequered history of the ancient town and celebrated its millennium mega-event this year, which attributed to its existence witnessing numerous ups and down but stood like a pillar and faced every gust of wind behind its back.


Addressing the gathering, the Minister said that under the new Industrialization policy of the State Government around 145 industrial units are proposed for Chamba with an total outlay of nineteen crore. He said that till date 128 units have been set up  in the district under this policy and an expenditure of 3.60 crore have been incurred on this and 409 people were given employment in this small and medium units.
 The minister said that overall 1667 industrial units are functioning in the district on which an expenditure of rupees 25 crore have been incurred and 5798 people of the district were given employment in such units.


Referring to the electrification schemes in Chamba district, the minister said that Rupees 32.27 crore had been incurred under the Accelerated Power Development Reforms Programmes (APDRP) and Rural Electrification schemes during the last three years. The minister said that 25 .20 crore rupees, Rajeev Gandhi Grameen Vidutikaran Yojna has also been sanctioned for the district by the centre Government to mitigate the low voltage problem and to electrify the left out rural hamlets. The minister further said that 2266 Harijan hamlets have been electrified in the district so far.

The minister said that in the last four years 112.10 crore have been spent in district Chamba on the construction of road and Bridges. He felicitated the people of Chamba for the 10.41 crore, Chamba-Alwas- Killar road, which has connected the Tribal Pangi region of the district through the 14000 feet high Saach pass. 

The minister said that so far 197 new roads were constructed and 175 kilometers of road length had been mettalled in the last four years in Chamba district connecting 47 villages.

Earlier, the minister unfurled the national flag and took salute of the impressive march past presented by the contingents of Himachal Police, Home Guards, NCC cadets and children of Navoday Vidyalaya, Industrial Training Institute (ITI) and Government College Chamba. 


Later, the students belonging to various schools presented a fascinating cultural programme.


The minister also presented bravery certificates to the officers and employees of District fire brigade unit and the only HP Home guard Jawan, who all rescued the Truck driver from the gushing water of river Ravi while his vehicle met with an accident almost around midnight few months back.
