

:-HIMACHAL DAY CELEBRATED WITH GAIETY;-

Chamba, 15 April

The Government has decided to provide 25,000 new pensions to the people of the State in this financial year, as a result of which the total beneficiaries availing this facility would be 2,37,250(.) Animal Husbandry and Housing Minister Mr. Harsh Mahajan stated this while presiding over the Himachal Day function in the historical Chamba Chowgan here today.

 He said that Forty-eight percent of the total budget of the Pradesh is being spent on social welfare. 


He said that the government was committed to the welfare of the people and has sanctioned 43249 new pensions to the people of the state as result of which the government has fulfilled its promises as per its election manifesto. 

 He said that it is a matter of great pride for all of us that we are celebrating 60th anniversary of the formation of Himachal Pradesh. The minister also eulogized the role of Dr. Y.S.Parmar in the formation of the State. 


He said that starting from the scratch, Himachal Pradesh has excelled in overall development today.  Under the annual plan 2100 crore rupees have been earmarked for the year 2007-08 which is 300 crore rupees more than previous financial year said Mr. Mahajan.


As far as education sector is concerned, the government has opened 1600 educational institutions, including 18 new colleges in the state in its present tenure. He stated that it is a mater of pleasure for the people of Chamba that, out of 18 new colleges, four have been opened in Chamba including millennium poly technical college.


He said that government is stressing upon to open more educational institutions in the rural areas of the State. 

The minister said that the literacy rate of the Pradesh has risen up to 85 percent, as against 65 percent literacy rate of the country.

He said that apart from being the “apple bowl” the state would attain the state of ‘Gyan Rajya’ soon.


He said that the state governments policy of providing 70 percent employment is yielding better results and to ensure the implementation of this policy, six labour officers had been appointed at different industrial estates in the state.


The minister said that around 450 unemployed youth of Chamba district were working in different industrial units of Baddi itself.


On the occasion the minister also distributed merit certificates to 18 persons including home guards, fire services, and others for exemplary courage in different spheres. 

Earlier, he unfurled the tri-color and took salute of the police, home guards and NCC contingents including children of Navoday vidyala. 

A colorful cultural programme was also presented on this occasion. (eom). 
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
