Transport Minister Mahender Singh Thakur has said that a circle office of HIMUDA will be opened at Hamirpur soon. The town will soon have a model bus stand A deluxe bus service will be commenced from Hamirpur and Haridwar and a night bus service will be started from Hamirpur to Una in addition to an evening bus service between these towns and restoration of Sarkaghat to Mukerian bus service. 

The transport Minister was today addressing the gathering at distt. level function organized here in the premises of Govt. Senior Secondary School on the eve of Independence Day at Hamirpur. 


Remembering the services of freedomfighters and soldiers who sacrificed there lives for the nation, Thakur Mahendra Singh said these sacrifices gave us a meaning to live. He said the state had made a remarkable progress under the leadership of Chief Minister Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal and the state was heading towards achieving the status of education hub and the first carbon neutral state of the country.
