15 Years Imprisonment for keeping Charas 

Shimla,May 17, 2007:  Shri R.L. Raghu, District & Sessions Judge Shimla, today sentenced 15 years rigorous imprisonment and a fine of Rs. One lac & fifty thousand to Sanjay Kanwar resident of village Priya, Tehsil Rajgarh District Sirmaur HP for possessing 3 KGs Charas. In default of payment of fine he has to go further imprisonment for two years. 


On  October 19,2006, the Chopal Police during special patrolling had seized three Kilograms charas from  25 years old Sanjay Kanwar which he was carrying for the sale in Vikasnagar of Uttarakhand. It was a commercial quantity. 


RL Thakur District Attorney pleaded the case on behalf of the State.


Acting as Special Judge under NDPS Act Shri  R.L. Raghu had awarded second sentence within last one week. Earlier on May 11, 2007 Sunil Kumar a Nepali was given 10 years sentence and a fine of Rs. One lac.

                Vegetable Markets on every Sunday in Shimla-Tarun Kapoor

     Shri Tarun Kapoor Deputy Commissioner Shimla told here today that space would be provided to the local growers to put up Vegetable Markets on every Sunday at various places in Shimla. He said that vegetable and fruit growers would be provided this facility free of cost so that they could directly sell their produce to the customers without mediation of the traders. The buyers would get fresh vegetables & fruits on cheap rates, he added. 


He said that these markets would start functioning from May 27th at Boileauganj, Sanjauli, BCS Chowk and Panchayat Bhawan near Bus Stand. Vegetable sellers have to pay rupees five only for the cleanliness.
