Illegal mining, a threat to environment: DC

Illegal mining is a severe threat to the environment and all the concerned departments and officers should co-ordinate against it. Industry, Forest, PWD and IPH departments in addition to the concerned SDM, BDO, Area Magistrate and SHO were given powers and authority to stop illegal mining in their areas. Patwari of the area should report any incident of illegal mining to the concerned officers or departments.
 
This was stated by deputy commissioner Pushpendra Rajput here today at Nahan while holding a meeting of mining officers. 

 
Area patwari would be held responsible for any occurrence of illegal mining in his area and it would be his duty to report the matter to the concerned officers and departments. 64 cases of illegal mining were detected during the last financial year, out of which 39 were compounded. Six notices were served and Rs. 5.5lacs were realized. 19 cases were filed in the court, out of which two were decided and penality to the tune of Rs. 3000 was imposed on the defaulters.
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
