BRINGING CHANGE IN ATTITUDE THROUGH POSITIVE THINKING

District administration, Hamirpur has launched a unique campaign to eradicate the social evils and weaknesses in the district and around by bringing a change in the thinking of the people and thus help in building positive attitude through a special campaign launched last weak. Instead of creating fear in their minds by telling the penal provisions of any act or law if any offence or crime is committed, the district administration has come out with a positive message campaign. More than 300 display panels have been installed in various towns of the district along the main roads. These boards contain messages on dowry menace, female foeticide, gender equality, environment, afforestation, prohibition, respect of aged and martyrs, water and forest conservation and ways to bring social and economic changes. This campaign is suggesting the people how changes can be introduced in their life without being negative.  

Giving details of the campaign, DC Abhishek Jain told that during his study and survey in his tenures at Kullu and Palampur, it was found that instead of bringing changes by creating fears in the minds of the public through penal provisions of various acts or laws, efforts to carry changes by changing their habits and attitudes was last longing and perennial. He said that his campaign at these two places helped in changing the attitude of studens and achieving their goals also.

11.87 crore spent under NREGA

As many as Rs.11.87 crore have been spent in the district under the NREGA creating jobs for 13,427 persons. A total of 61,887 job cards have been issued during the last one year. 100 employments were provided to the people after permanent registration of 50 industries with an investment Rs. 80 lakhs. 


This was revealed by ADM CP Verma while presiding over a meeting convened here at Hamirpur to suggest steps to bring efficiency in the development administration. He told that 27 industries were registered temporarily in the district and setting up of these industries at a cost of Rs. 944 lakhs would help in fetching jobs to 350 persons.


He asked the officers concerned to give top priority to the announcements of the chief minister.  He said 177 houses were constructed in the Atal Awas Yojna and 116 in the Indira Awas Yojna so far in the current financial year. All the targets had been achieved in the PM Rozgar Yojana.   
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
