CM PHRASES DEVELOPMENT A SUSTAINABLE PROCESS
Phrasing the development a life-long sustainable process, Chief Minister Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal has asked the people of the state to raise themselves above all the regional bias and differences and work unitedly so that the state could be underlined prominently in the map of the country. No provincial prejudices should be practiced to ignore any area on the plea of political reasons and grounds and to settle the score with any region as it hinders the progress of the state as a whole. His government has always worked for the man in the street irrespective of all preconceived notions and as the result of the efforts put in by his government in the last two years, the state has emerged prominently in the country and won many a prizes in the last two months.       

Chief Minister Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal  was addressing the gathering here today  at Hamirpur after laying the foundation of an ambitious multi-storeyed parking place to be constructed at a cost of Rs. 2 crore under the Integrated Development Tourist Circuit.  This parking would house more than 250 vehicles after completetion as per the present development plan.   
Congratulating the administration and the people of the district, Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal said that Hamirpur was recently adjudged first in the implementation of the 20-point programme. He said that under the Integrated Tourism Development Circuit in the district a total of Rs. 7.5crore was being spent. This included Rs.2crore on provision of parking facility in Hamirpur town, Rs. 1.25 crore on the development and beautification of Deothsidh town, Rs. 50 lakhs on Bhota , Rs. 80 lakhs on Naduan, Rs. 65 lakhs in Suajnapur Tihra, Rs. 50 lakhs, Rs. 60 lakhs on development of civic amenties, Rs. 20 lakhs on installation of signages, Rs. 25 lakhs on development of Narvadeswar Temple, Rs. 35 lakhs on Gasota Mahdev, Rs. 35 lakhs on Tauni Devi, Rs.20 lakhs on Awah Devi and Rs. 35 lakhs on construction of rafting centre.   
Praising the presentation of the drama unit of Information and Public Relations Department given in the first cultural evening of the state level Hamir Utsav, Chief Minister urged the people to fight jointly against the escalating pollution and save the environment. The efforts of the state government to keep the state pollution-free were applauded by the Union Forests and Environment Minister Jairam Ramesh and the Union Minister had appealed all the state governments to emulate Himachal Pradesh, he added.  The state government had banned the use of plastic carrybags on October 02 this year and this could be the best of all tributes ever paid to the Father of the Nation on his birthday, he said.  

He alleged that during the last regime, Hamirpur was utterly ignored and no attention was ever paid for the development of the town and the district. Roads were left unattended resulting in bumpy rides and dust eating. He said during the last two years the district had touched a new scale of development and Hamirpur emerged the topper in the state in road connectivity and health sector along with education. He felicitated the Chief Medical Officer Dr. DS Chandel and his staff for the special endeavours in raising the standards of the facilities. He also praised the concerned departments as the water-table in the district rose by two meters in the district inspite of the recession in the water level all over the world. He showed happiness over the rise in girl child sex ratio in the district. 

Chief Minister urged the people to take full advantage of the welfare schemes and programmes of the state government and go for alterantive agricultural and horticultural practices if the monkey menace had affected their past practices. He asked them to form self help groups so that their economy could be boosted by adoption of multifarious practices.  
MP Anurag Thakur also spoke on the occasion and thanked the state goventment for providing land for the construction of stadiums in the state. He said around Rs. 60 crore were being spent on constrction of 12 stadiums by Himachal Pradesh Cricket Association. He hoped that the state would also emerge as the sports nucleus along with the educational hub in the country. 

Earlier local MLA welcomed the Chief Minister and thanked him for the proposed parking facility at Hamirpur and other development being carried out in the district.
