NOW HAMIR UTSAV TO BE CELEBRATED FROM SEPT 01:  CM
Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal, Chief Minister inaugurated the two-day long State-level Hamir Utsav at Hamirpur by lighting the ceremonial lamp last evening and announced that now onwards the Hamir Utsav would be celebrated from September 1 every year as the district came into being on this day in 1972 as an independent administrative unit. Now this function would long for three days instead of two days.
Chief Minister said that an impressive stadium would be constructed at the venue of the festival, which besides having best of the sitting arrangements to accommodate maximum number of spectators would be of multi-purpose use. He said that shops would also be constructed towards the market and bus stand side under self financing programme so that petty traders who were earning their livelihood by setting articles in the open would be based properly and helped in carrying out their business activities more conveniently. He said that the stadium would also be capable to host different sports and cultural activities in the heart of the town. He said that the development plan would soon be finalized. 
Prof. Dhumal said that Rs.7.50 crore Hamirpur Tourism Circuit Programme would also be implemented to create basic infrastructural facilities so that the area was explored for tourism promotion activities. He said that Nadaun, Sujanpur Tihra, Bhota, Deothsidh areas would be developed with modern facilities to attract visitors to such areas. He said that Tauni Devi, Garote Mahadev, Narbadeshwer and Awah Devi Temples would also be provided with basic amenities to accommodate the devotees visiting shrines. 
Chief Minister said that Rs. 35 lakh river rafting programme would also be implemented on priority to add to the adventure sports promotion activities in the district. He said that it would go a long way in attracting adventure sports lovers to visit the district and generate employment avenues to the local people He said that a new dawn of tourism would be witnessed by visitors to the district in coming few years. 
Prof. Dhumal said that Hamir had originated from the name of first erstwhile ruler in year 1700 A.D. He said that Hamirpur happens to be the lord of Warriors who had sacrificed their youth for the cause of the nation and was popularly known as the lord of warriors. He said that the district had maximum of its youth serving in the armed forces. 
Chief Minister said that tendering process to construct the Hamirpur bye pass had been completed and the work would be started on priority and completed in a time bound manner to decongest the town. He said that the bye pass would facilitate the commuters who had no business in the town and enter only to proceed furthers to other destination beyond the town. He said that the bye pass would save time and money of the people besides decongesting the town from such vehicles which otherwise could pass trough the bye pass. 
Prof. Dhumal said that two national highways were passing through the district which had further jammed the roads in the town. He said that the bye pass and other beautification projects in the district would add to quality infrastructural facilities. He said that Hamirpur was in the centre of the State and would be developed into a self-contained town with all basic and modern facilities. He assured the residents of the town that no effort would be left to uphold historic status of the town. 
Chief Minister also released the souvenir and witnessed cultural programme. 
Shri Abhishek Jain, Deputy Commissioner-cum-Chairman, State-Level Hamir Utsav Organising Committee, welcomed Chief Minister and thanked him for 
inaugurating the festival. He apprised of the programme schedule during the fair.
