                          Dispose Pending Revenue Cases Speedily -Nisha Singh

Shimla, February 20 :  Smt. Nisha Singh, Divisional Commissioner Shimla has stressed the need to dispose all pending revenue cases at earliest  to ensure better public service delivery system.  She was presiding over a Review Meeting of Revenue and Development matters here today in which Deputy Commissioners Shimla, Solan, Sirmaur and Kinnaur  and other Officers participated. 

Smt. Singh asked concerned Deputy Commissioners to give priority for the disposal of pending revenue cases and said that no case should remain pending for more than six months except sub judicious cases. She asked the Deputy Commissioners to convene regular meetings of Revenue Officers besides conducting periodical inspections in all sub divisions and tehsils. She said that Computerization of Land Records should be completed at earliest and she expressed satisfaction over the progress made in Shimla and Sirmaur Districts  in this regard. She also asked to ensure that mutations were done in time bound manner.

Deputy Commissioner Shimla J.S. Rana apprised that out of 2240 demarcation cases 1981 had been disposed of while  out of total 358 encroachments, 168 cases have been decided. He said that 11942 mutation cases out of 13785 had been completed. He told that revenue record of 14 tehsils out of 17 Tehsils in the District had been computerized which was 97 percent besides more than  35 computerised services were being provided through “Sugam Centre.”

Deputy Commissioner Solan Amandeep Garg said that out of total 5289 revenue cases, 2775 had been disposed of upto January last in the District which includes 1445 demarcation cases, 181 encroachments, and 317 separation  cases. While discussing the progress in District Sirmaur, Pushpendra Rajput said that 11582 cases out of 16232 revenue cases had been decided which comprises 7376 mutation cases, 51 encroachments, 315 division cases and 2521 demarcation cases 
ADM Pooh Amarjeet Singh informed that in District Kinnaur 771 mutation cases had been disposed-of while 362 are pending. Likewise 60 cases of demarcation out of 135 have been decided while 25 division cases had been decided .

Shri Kashmir Chand, Director Land Records asked to pay special attention towards disposal of pending audit objections.

Additional Deputy Commissioner Shimla Smt. Priyanka Ignte Vasu, ADMs P.L. Negi and D.D. Sharma were also present amongst others.
