Dhiman for Better Facilities for Labour Force
The State Govt. is well aware of the residential problems of the skilled and unskilled labour force employed in the industrial sectors at various places in the State. To facilitate the labour force employed in the industrial sectors at Baddi and Barotiwala, two labourer hostels are being constructed by the State Govt. The residential problem is the main cause of these labourers quitting their jobs abruptly.  
This was revealed by Education Minister ID Dhiman here today at the venue of the Job Fair organized in premises of at National Institute of Technology (NIT) under the auspices of the CII Himachal Pradesh State jointly with the State Department of Industries. This two-day long Job Fair will facilitate achieving the State Government objective of ensuring at least 70 per cent employment to the unemployed Himachali youth in various industrial units. After the success of Job Fairs in Solan, Mandi and Kangra respectively it is fourth such venture. 
 
The minister said the efforts of the State Govt. had started giving fruitful results. Today the State had 428 large and medium industrial units and 35,885 small and cottage units set up at an investment of Rs. 8,936.57 crore employing 2.35 lakh people. During the period between January, 03 to December 09, as many as 12,802 industrial units were established at a cost of Rs.40,650 crore generating employments to 4.58 lakhs.  A Training Centre was being set up by the State Govt. with the collaboration of the Himachal Drug Manufacturer Association. The centre was proposed to train 400 youths in a batch at a time.   

Labour and Employment Commissioner BR Verma said that over 45 Himachal based companies were participating in the Job Fair offering around 3000 jobs in various categories. The two-day Fair was expected to receive the footfall of around 7,000 unemployed youth from all parts of the State.


Commissioner Industries Manoj Kumar presented the vote of thanks. 


Among others Arun Mahajan, member CII and DC Abhshek Jain, industrialists and unempoled youths were present on occasion. 


Later the Education Minister presided over a meeting of the district officers convened at the local Circiut House to review the arrangements of the proposed one day tour of CM Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal of the Bhoranj Constituency on March 24. Foundation stones of five projects over Rs.15 crore will be laid by the Chief Minister on the said day.  
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
