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ABHISHEK JAIN GETS SHIROMANI AWARD
Deputy Commissioner Hamirpur Abhishek Jain has been conferred with ‘Shiromani Award 2009’ Prasansa Pattar by the Punjab Government in the Annual Prize Distribution Function of the Language Department, Punjab held at Panjab University, Chandigarh on 20th May, 2010. The award was given by Sh. Sukhbir Singh Badal, Deputy Chief Minister, Punjab in the presence of Dr. Upinderjit Kaur, Education and Languages Minister Punjab and Smt. Mohinder Kaur Josh, Chief Parliamentary Secretary (Education) Punjab. This Award has been given by the Punjab Government in appreciation of the exemplary contributions of Sh. Jain in the promotion of Punjabi Language by winning 6 times National Championship in Punjabi typing and also for his extraordinary achievements of winning World Typing Championships three times.


This function was organized by the Punjab Government to honour various great personalities belonging to Punjab who have achieved  great feats in the promotion of Punjabi language and culture. Some of the other prize winners included Padma Bhushan S. Kartar Singh Duggal, renowned actor Om Puri, noted Punjabi singer Paramjit Singh Pammi et.al.


Sh. Abhishek Jain has won National Championship in Punjabi typewriting six times with a national record in his mother tongue Punjabi, that too at the young age of 16 only. His national record in Punjabi typing remains unbroken till date.


As per the Awards jury, Sh. Abhishek Jain has also made his country India and state Punjab proud by bringing 3 Gold Medals for his country in the World Typing Championships held at Brussels (Belgium) in 1991, at Istanbul (Turkey) in 1993 and at Amsterdam (Holland) in 1995 and thereby performed a hat-trick. He became World Typing Champion at the tender age of 13 only. He also holds the WORLD RECORD OF BEING THE YOUNGEST AND FASTEST WORLD TYPING CHAMPION in the history of speed typing championships since 1953. His World Record speed was 135 words per minute. He also won 2 Gold Medals in International Youth Conference and Championships at Bonn (Germany) in 1996 in Electronic Typing and Computers. He has also been National Typing Champion in English typing for three times and also National Typing Champion in Hindi typing as well. Thus Abhishek Jain has the unique distinction of winning typing championships in all the three languages – English, Hindi and Punjabi – and also in all the three forms of machines – manual typewriter, electronic typewriter and computers. His name appears in the Limca Book of Records also.


For all his achievements, Mr. Abhishek Jain has earlier been conferred with Punjab Rattan, Himachal Shree, FIE Foundation National Award, Ambedkar International Mission Award, Indian Council for Child Welfare Award etc. His achievements have also been covered in all the leading national and international media including ‘Time’ magazine USA, BBC, CNN, India Today, Aaj Tak, etc. 


The Education and Languages Minister Punjab Smt. Upinderjit Kaur made a special reference about Sh. Abhishek Jain in her inaugural address when she said that Sh. Jain has made both Punjab and Himachal Pradesh proud as he has won various typing championships from Punjab state and is presently giving his services as Deputy Commissioner in Himachal Pradesh. She said that such achievers belonging to Punjab are an asset to other states also wherever they are giving their services.


Speaking after the function, Sh. Jain said that he feels proud to get this prestigious Shiromani Award from the Punjab Government for his achievements, and that such honours give him much more encouragement to achieve newer and newer successes in life. He added that he would continue serving the people with much more enthusiasm and dedication. 
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
