Steel Plant to be set up at Nahan soon: CM
 
Nahan will also get a steel plant soon.  After fullfilling all necessary conditions like availbility of 30 acres of land, water and electricity, the execution of this plant will be started.  A detailed discussion in this regard was held with Chairman of Steel Authority of India Ltd. (SAIL) S.K. Roongta yesterday at Damtal.  
 
This was revealed by Chief Minister Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal while addressing a mammoth gathering here at Nahan today after inauguration of science block built at a cost of Rs. 54.54lacs, official building of deputy director higher education at a cost of Rs. 98.68lacs and hostel for SC and ST girls of the govt. degree college constructed at a cost of Rs. 109.25lacs. 
 
Chief Minister said the Govt. was committed to make Sirmour District a pioneer in the race of development.  The Govt. was making every effort to rehabilitate the migrated families of the purposed Dam at Renuka.  These migrated families would get hundred units of free electricity every month and in case of non-consumption of these units, cash payment for the remaining units would be made to the concerned families. Ginger crop insurance scheme was introduced to benefit the farmers in case their crop damaged due to vagaries of the weather, he said.
 
Prof. Dhumal said possibilites were being explored in the field of agriculture and horticulture in the district. Crores of rupees were being spent on the tourism projects.  CM said complaints of diversion of allotted funds in the district to other projects were being probed in to. First university and BSc nursing college in the private sector were opened up at Baru Sahib and first polytechnic college of this tenure was set up at Paonta Sahib.
 
Chief Minister said the present BJP Govt. created a history by fulfilling all the manifesto promises.  Giving priority to the road, education and health sector, interests and self respect of all sections of the society were given top attention.  No section could allege of ignoring it.  Working women were given holidays on Raksha Bandhan and Bhai Dooj like Karva Chauth along with free travelling facility in HRTC buses on these days. 50 percent reservation would be ensured to women candidates in the coming Panchayati Raj elections from 2010 onwards.  First women battilion was being raised in the state and three women police constables were posted in all the police stations of the state to facilitate the incoming effected women.

 
Prof. Dhumal said wages of labourers were hiked from Rs.75 to Rs.110 and social security pension was enhanced significantly from Rs.200 to Rs.330. Employees and pensioners of the state were given 20 percent interim relief and other benefits over Rs.2,000 crore without any demand from them.  The last Congress Govt. provided only 3,386 jobs during its full tenure whereas the present Govt. gave over 26 thousand jobs in a span of its one year ruling. 
 
CM told the Pandit Deen Dayal Upadhaya Horticulturists and Farmers Prosperity Scheme worth Rs. 353Crore was introduced to provide employment opportunities to the villagers at their door-steps. Villagers would be given 80 percent subsidy to set up 28,880 poly houses and irrigation facilities for 30,000 hectures of the land. A significant hike was made in the budget to facilitate the SC and ST communities and the amount was raised from Rs. 231 Crore to 594 crore last year and Rs. 668 crore in the present budget. He also briefed about the CFL Plan. 
 
Prof. Dhumal also accepted the demands made by the local leaders.  

 
Earlier Chaudhary Sukh Ram, MLA, Paonta Doon constituency also shared his views and spoke of equal development in the state.

 
Ex. Minister Shyama Sharma and Ex. Chairman, Marketing Board also spoke on the occasion. Prakash Bansal, nominated municipal councilor presented a chaque of Rs. one lac to the Chief Minister for CM Relief Fund.
 
Dr. Rajeev Bindal, Health Minister, Ex. Zila Parishad Chairman Chander Mohan Thakur, BJP State Organisation Gen.Secy.Mahender Panday, Zila BJP President Baldeev Bhandri, Mandal BJP President Devendra Aggarwal, former BDC Chairman Vinay Gupta along with prominent personalities and district officers were present of the occasion.


Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal while on his way to Dharampur landed at Sarahan and addressed a public meeting after dedicating a hostel building constructed for the SC and ST girls at a cost of Rs. 106.98lacs and police station building built at a cost of Rs. 63lacs. 
 
Chief Minister lauded the role of Dr. Yashwant Singh Parmar, first CM in the creation and development of the state. He advised to keep the politics aloof and urged the people to participate equally in the development of the state.  He said the development was a continous process. He also briefed about the policies, programmes and schemes being run by the state government.

 
At Sarahan he announced Rs. 39 lacs for the construction and upgradation of nine roads which include Panch Peer to Dhamesha, Gogio to Anj-Ki-Ghat, Bagthan-Marighat, Kasar to Sarsoo, Dinger-Kinger to Khal Drabal, Chimunji to Bairi, Kangar link road, Sarahan Chowki-Charech and Dalig Ghat to Sitbar. He also sanctioned upgradation of three primary school to middle and three middle to high schools. 
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
