No Diversion of Sainik Welfare Fund

A Government Spokesman said that the decision to merge the unspent sum of over Rs. 1.02 crore from the National Security Relief Fund with the H.P. Chief Minister Sainik Welfare Fund had been taken in the meeting of Sainik Welfare Board which was presided over by the Governor some time past. He said that this decision was taken keeping in mind, the welfare of the soldiers as this fund had been lying unspent for the last 15years. This fund, interalla, was to be utilized for the welfare of those civilians who were injured and the family of such persons who died of injuries sustained while engaging in the defence of the country or such of the civilians who have done conspicuous services in the defence of the country, he added.

 He further clarified that H.P. Chief Minister Sainik Welfare Fund was different from Chief Minister's Relief Fund.  He said that the State Government was committed for the welfare of serving soldiers, ex-servicemen and their dependents and diversion of Sainik Welfare Fund is out of question. 

He said that some news have been appearing that this fund was being misutilised which were not based on facts. There was no question of misutilization of funds. He said that the money would be utilized for the welfare of serving soldiers, ex-servicemen, war widows and their dependents in Himachal Pradesh. 

The Spokesman said that the soldiers, ex-servicemen and their families should not be misled by the news which are being given with some vested interests to achieve their selfish ends. 
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
