Carrying of fire arms prohibited in Shimla District

Shimla, 22 October: With a view to conduct free, fair and peaceful assembly elections, Mr Tarun Kapoor, District Magistrate, Shimla through an order issued here today, has prohibited carrying of fire arms in Shimla District.


Through a notification issued here today, District Magistrate said that these orders would come in to force at once and remain in force till the completion of elections process. 

These orders would not be applied to the Magistrate on duty/ Police/Para Military/Military Personnel while performing their duties. This ban would also not apply to those valid license holders who will carry their arms to the office of the Licensing Authority to get the license renewed, provided the renewal is due within this period. Such persons will have to show on demand, the licence to the police personnel on duty to establish that the fire arm is being carried for the purpose of renewal only.
