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CM to lay Five Foundation Stones


 Chief Minister Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal will lay foundation stones of five different schemes worth crores of rupees in the Bhoranj Constituency during his one day tour of the area on March 24. He will also address a public gathering at Bassi-Bhoranj. 


As per the tour programme of the Chief Minister, he will lay foundation stone for the building of a primary health centre to be built at cost of Rs.42.78 lakhs at 10 AM at Jahu. Later at same place he will lay a foundation stone of the building of the Sabzi Mandi to be built at a cost of Rs.1.5 crore. This Sabzi Mandi will benefit the farmers of 30 villages of Bhoranj, Sarakaghat and Ghumarwin sub-divisions. 

At Bhalwani, Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal will lay the foundation stone of a cattle feed plant to be built at a cost of Rs. 1.5 crore at 11 AM. The annual production of this plant will be around 60,000 quintals and give employment to many a youth of the area besides helping in increasing the milk production. The Chief Minister will lay foundation stone of a bridge to be erected at a cost of Rs. 160 lakhs at Bassi-Manoh on Sunehal Khadd. Completion of this bridge will help 40 villages of 12 gram panchayats and in connecting Manoh with Una, Aaghar and Mandi area through out the year. 


At Bhoranj, Prof. Dhumal will lay the foundation stone of the multi-storeyed mini secretariate building to be built the proposed cost of Rs.11 crore. Later he will participate in the idol installation ceremony at Nagrota Gajian.   

On March, 25 he will inauguarate two foot bridges at Bumbalu and Rail at 10 AM built at a cost of Rs.30 lakhs and Rs.75 lakhs respectively. The Chief Minister will lay the foundation stone of a bridge at Mann Khadd at Basaral to be constructed at a cost of Rs. 193 lakhs. He will also address a public meeting at Basaral. Later he will leave for Shimla by helicopter.

Rachana set up a Mahila Mandal in her village in 2004 and was elected the secretary and later the president in 2009 because of her zeal and all round activites and achievements. She affliated the Mahila Mandal with Nehru Yuva Kendra and organized an adventure camp for the members at Manali. She was chosen the best All Himachal Campers for all-round performance and scaling the snow covered Saragidhar peak after being successfully trained in rock climbing, river crossing, fox flying, monkey crawling etc.   


Giving the credit of all her success to her husband, Purshottam, she says he married her despite her handicappedness without taking any dowry and continued to solace her depite being discarded and ridiculed by the society for her physical weakness. Today she is an active member of the fire fighting club of her village. She also encourages the youth for dowryless marriage and adopting family planning norms.  
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
