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HAMIRPUR TOPS IN DISPOSAL OF REVENUE CASES

Almost every citizen has one or the other work related to his or her land at various levels of revenue machinery and thousands of citizens are affected if the disposal of these revenue matters or cases is not speedy. Hamirpur district has pioneered in the disposal of various types of revenue cases pending with the revenue officers at different level and today the district tops the state in clearing all sorts of revenue cases and thus giving relief to the common man. These cases include demarcation, mutation, correction, partition, encroachment and ejectment of warrants etc.

The pendency of the revenue cases has been reduced significantly and today except a few partition cases, no revenue case is pending for more than one year. The pendency in the majority of demarcation, mutation, correction, partition, encroachment and ejectment of encroachment warrants cases is less than six month. Deputy Commissioner Abhishek Jain reveals on 1st January, 09, as many as 3029 cases were pending with different Tehsildars and Naib Tehsildars. Majority of these cases were one to two years old. During the period between 1st Jan, 09 to 31st Jan, 10, as many as 13,250 new cases were instituted, making it a total of 16,279 cases in seven Tehsils and Sub Tehsils of the district. Out of these cases, 13,956 cases have been disposed off in a period of just 13 months, which include 2362 demarcations, 10,837 mutations, 79 corrections, 498 partitions, 126 encroachments and 54 ejectment of encroachment warrants cases. 
As on Feb 1, 10, only 2323 cases are pending in the entire district. Except 33 partition cases which are pending for the last two years, all other 2290 cases are pending for less than one year. It is intresting to note that out of this total 1463 cases are fresh and less than three months old. The total pendency of correction cases is less than six months old. Considering the various lengthy procedures and other legal formalities involved in the disposal of revenue cases, bringing down this pendency in a period of less than one year is quite remarkable. Even the cases which were pending for more than 10 years have been decided. 


Jain tells a special campaign was initiated and the revenue officers were given monthly targets. The State Government places great emphasis on speedy disposal of revenue cases and accordingly the revenue officers were directed to place utmost priority to this work. Now efforts are being made to further reduce the pendency of the revenue cases and dispose off the cases in accordance with the time limits prescribed by the State Revenue Department as per their action plan, he adds.
