CM reiterates his Government resolve for speedy development

State Government would provide 90 percent subsidy for construction of bamboo based poly houses to BPL families under Pandit Deen Dayal Kisan Baagwan Samridhi Yojna from next financial year.  This was stated by Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal, Chief Minister while addressing a mammoth public meeting at Bassi-Bhoranj in Mewa assembly segment of district Hamirpur after performing foundation stone laying ceremony of of various development projects worth about Rs. 15 crore at different places today.  These included construction of Mini Secretariat for Bhoranj Sub Division at Bhoranj estimated to cost Rs. 10,00,97,000 where all Sub Division level offices would be housed under one roof to facilitate people with efficient administrative services at the Sub Divisional headquarter and completed in two years. Rs. 1.50 crore would be spent over construction of Cattle Feed Plant at Bhor, Bhalwani where quality annual cattle feed of 60,000 quintals would be produced and also generate employment and self employment avenues to about 50,000 rural youth and dairy farmers. 

A modern agricultural marketing yard would be constructed at Jahu at a cost of Rs. 1.50 crore and facilitate local farmers to sell their produce at remunerative prices to the traders at their door steps thereby strengthening the farm economy in the area, Bhoranj, Sarkaghat and Ghumarwin, Sub Divisions.

Foundation stone of motorable bridge over Samlog khad at Badiana which shall cost Rs. 131.74 lakhs and benefit residents of Bassi, Khatarwar, Badyana and Manoh villages with round the year connectivity facilities. 

Foundation stone of PHC building at Jahu which was likely to cost Rs. 42,78,000 which would also benefit residents of adjoining areas of district Mandi and Bilaspur districts as well. 

Chief Minister said that the veterinary dispensaries would be opened in the left out gram panchayats where accommodation for the same would be  made available by the local gram panchayat on priority. He said that the State Government would also consider re-employment of the retired veterinary pharmacists to man the new animal care centres. He said that such basic infrastructure would be instrumental in adopting dairy farming on income generating avocation to the rural masses. 

Prof. Dhumal said that no nation could progress without prospering its rural areas. He said that with the rural empowerment the national economy would automatically progress. He said that State Government was focussing all its major policies and programmes aimed at speedy rural empowerment. He said that State Government had dedicated various such schemes to the great visionary leader Pandit Deen Dayal Upadhayaya. He always advocated for rural development. He appealed people to clean traditional water resources in respective areas where MNREGA would be supplementing their endeavours. 

Chief Minister said that State Government was constructing 'Gau Sadan in participation with NGOs and charitable Trusts/ organisation. He said that it was unfortunate that farmers were abandoning their domestic animals by leaving them astray which was not only a crime against such animals but contrary to the rich cultural heritage of the country ancient scriptures. He underlined the need for protection of such animals which could be beneficial to the people since the cow dung and urine had been considered most valuable for curing various incurable diseases. 

Prof. Dhumal said that mushroom cultivation was also being promoted to benefit the farmers with less land holdings. He said that a mushroom programme had been envisioned to those families, all technical and other assistance made available to help them carrying forward with mushroom cultivation activities. He said that it would supplement the income of people living in rural areas. 

Chief Minister said that one 33 KVA Sub Station would be constructed at Jahu to strengthen power supply in the area and adjoining areas. He said that Hamirpur Bye-pass was also being accorded top priority. 

He said that Aghar-Jahu was being constructed as an express way which would be of international standard. He said that Rs. 18 crore had been spent on road construction in Mewa segment during current financial year. He said that residential accommodation for Jahu PHC would be constructed for doctor, pharmacists and allied staff. He said that Hotel Management classes to start from coming academic session, classes in NIFT already started at Chheb in district Kangra. 

Shri I.D. Dhiman, Education Minister and local MLA welcomed Chief Minister to his home segment and thanked him for adding new chapter to the developmental history of his home segment. He said that Saraswati Bal Vidya Sankalp Yojna was a model for rest of the country to build educational infrastructure. He thanked Chief Minister for according top priority to education sector and proposed Rs. 2567 crore for the sector during next financial year. He added that educational hub was being developed at Atal Shiksha Kunj in Solan district. He said that the developmental milestones laid today would sea change the scenario in Mewa area in near future. He also apprised Chief Minister of various demands of the area. 
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
