Enhance CD ratio by 40 percent, DC asks banks.
Chamba, August 26
Out of a Rs.200 crore annual credit plan which has already been approved for Chamba district, the banks have so far advanced loans to the tune of Rs.54.86 crore so far.


Presiding over review meeting of the district consultative and review committee meeting here at Chamba today, the Deputy Commissioner of Chamba Devesh Kumar said that  a sum of Rs.135.76  crore had been allocated to the priority sector 


DC advised bank officials that the loan cases should be sanctioned within 15 days so that the government schemes being implemented for the economic upliftment of the weaker sections could achieve the objectives.


Stressing the need for increasing the credit-deposit ratio (CD ratio), he said the banks should achieve 40 percent of this ratio by the end of third quarter of current fiscal year. He also emphasized for speeding up the pace of loan recovery from defaulters adding that the banks would submit their  reports in the next meeting.

Reviewing the progress under Rashtriya Krishi Beema Yojna(RKBY), 

DC underlined that the matter of bringing potato, tomato, peas and apple crops under RKBY would be taken up with high authorities enabling the farmers to meet their loss caused due to natural calamities (eom)
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
