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State Govt. to fight against the discrimination: CM

          

Chief Minister Prem Kumar Dhumal has said that the State Government would fight against the discrimination of the State by the UPA led Central government for ignoring the State’s interests in finance commission report and union and railway budgets through people’s voice and by legal means. 

He was addressing the media persons here today at Baroha today near Hamirpur. 

The Chief Minister said that in all these three financial statements, which are important for the people of the State, Himachal Pradesh had been cheated and in the railway budget, while some are telling six railway lines have been cleared for the State, nothing much has been given for the State and not even a penny had been spent from the funds allocated by the State government up till now, for conducting survey of railway lines. While the State Govt. had been pursuing for the construction of Pathankot–Leh Railway Line, it being of strategic importance for defence of the country, it has been merely included in the survey of 114 railway lines of socially desirable category in the budget, ignoring the defence needs of the country, when China had already built one railway line to Lhasa and planning six more railway lines from Beijing to Lhasa. This country has also constructed  a wide network of roads in ite portion adjacent to Inida.  

The Chief Minister said the talks of building Bilaspur–Leh line and Jogindernagar–Mandi Railway Lines also did not have concrete proposal since these could not be completed before laying Bhanupally to Bilaspur line and completing broad gauge line from Pathankot to Joginder Nagar. 

Talking about the presentation of the 13th Finance commission report placed in the parliament Dhumal said that While average increase in plan allocation of the States had been reported as much as 125 per cent and Arunachal Pradesh and Maharashtra had even registered an increase of 158 per cent Himachal’s increase has been just 50 percent, despite it being a special category State.
Dhuamal said the UPA government had also discriminated two BJP ruled States Uttrakhand and Himachal for political reasons  in extending industrial package for these States while J&K, where Congress is an alliance partner in the government it had been extended till 2017.   Talking about the Union budget Dhumal took the UPA government for task for ignoring the common man and said that the common man had been ignored in the budget when concessions had been given to rich class through tax benefits and hike in prices of diesel and petrol would lead to increase in the fares leading to price rise making the life of people more difficult. The inflation would take a considerable rise in near future, he said.
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
