Employees given due honour: Rana


Recognizing the services of the employees in the development of the state, the state government has hiked their pay scales as per the recommendations of the Punjab Fifth Pay Commission from Sept., 09. Employees have also been paid six percent DA from January this year, which would be paid into cash. All the eligible teaching staff of colleges and the universities would be paid as per the UGC norms from September this year

Giving details of the steps taken by the state government for the welfare of its employees, chairman, State Media Advisory Committee said new pay scales would become effective from January, 06. New pay scales would make a difference from 20 to 25 per cent and cost the state exchequer Rupees five thousand crore annually. 


Rana said employees and pensioners were given a benefit of over Rs. 2000 crore during the last 19 months. Daily honourarium of home guards was also enhanced from Rs. 150 to 170. Gram panchayat watchkeepers were also given a hike of Rs. 200 per month. Services of contract employees and dailywagers, having completed eight years of services till March this year would be regularized.
