MP launches 1st On-line Learner’s Licensing System 

The On-line Learner’s Licensing System for the Hamirpur district was launched by Anurag Thakur, Member of Parliament (MP) here today at the local e-Governance Centre.  Hamirpur is the first district in the State to have this facility. This software was devolped by the State IT Department. Hamirpur Sub-Division was selected as a Pilot Project, where it was started on December 24 last year.

Appreciating the efforts of the district officers and the state govt, Anurag Thakur during his address said this launching would facilitate thousands of common citizens and save their precious time, energy and minimize their anxiety. The project would help in reducing corruption and educating the public in gaining the knowledge through the computer test as the approval for the license was given after passing the test only. It would also reduce the number of accidents. He also termed this project as eco-friendly as it would end the paper work. The State Govt. committed to adopt all eco-friendly measures and the ban on polythene, tree felling and distribution of CFL bulbs were some of the steps taken, the MP said.
Eariler DC Abhishek Jain while welcoming the guests briefed about the IT initiatives taken in the district and the success of the schemes launched under various projects.  He said this facility would also soon be started in the remaining sub-divisions. He also informed that Queue Management System (QMS) was also launched on the occasion. 
Anil Semwal, Manager IT in his presentation said the system provided the facility of evaluating the knowledge under Motor Vehicle act of the applicant through a databank of 500 multiple choice questions. Ten questions were generated randomly from the databank for each applicant and learner’s license was awarded to the applicants who answered 60 per cent questions. The system was hoped to create awareness amongst the new vehicle drivers and thus helped in reducing the road mishaps in a big way.
