DC STRESSES UPON SURPRIZE INSPECTION 

To ensure quantity and quality of the foodgrains in the fair price shops of the district, deputy commissioner Abhishaek Jain has said every possible step should be taken to guarantee the availability of the foodgrains to the general public. He has also asked to display the rate lists of articles at an appropriate place in every shop and store so that the people may be saved from overcharging.

He was speaking while presiding over the quarterly meeting of the public distribution system organized by the district food and civil supply office today.


He also urged to stop the use of polythene in the district and said the offenders should be penalized under the concerned act.  He also asked the officers to ensure the supply of LPG cylinder on rotation basis in all parts of the district. He said ration was being supplied through 284 fair price shops in the district. 

Earlier DFSC Tarsem Chaudhary told that the ration worth Rs. 15.76 crore was supplied to the different categories of consumers in the district. Around 277 inspections were made during the period from July to September.
