Ragging may end financial aid  

 
Financial assistance of an educational institution can be ended if it fails to curb ragging in the institution or its complex. The government may even consider disaffiliating a college or an institution failing in doing so.

 
This was disclosed by Deputy Commissioner Pushpendra Rajput here today at Nahan. 

 
Stating it a social evil, DC said failure to prevent ragging shall be construed as an act of negligence in maintaining discipline in the institution on the part of the management, principal and the persons in authority. If the individuals committing or abetting ragging are not identified, collective punishment could be restored as a deterrent measure to ensure collective pressure on the potential raggers. Migration certificate issued by the institution should have an entry, apart from general conduct and behaviour if a student had participated in ragging or in particular was punished for ragging, he added. 

 
Rajput said Anti-ragging movement should be initiated by the institutions right from the advertisement for admissions. The application form for admission or enrollment should have a printed undertaking to be filled up and signed by the candidate to the effect that he was aware of the institution’s approach towards ragging and punishment. A printed leaflet containing information and guidance for various purposes should be supplied to the new entrants including addresses and telephone numbers of persons to be contacted during emergency. Management of the institute should interact with freshers and educate them about their duties and rights. 

 
A pro-cortical committee should be constituted at the commencement of the session, he said. The local community and the students in particular must be made aware of dehumanizing effect of ragging inherent in its perversity. He stressed upon the need of using posters, notice boards and sign-boards to educate the people.
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
