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Need to rewrite history: CM

There is a dire necessity to rewrite the history based upon the research findings by the scholars to make future generations proud of their glorious past. Rs. 1.35 crore would be spent on the tourism infrastructure development at Sujanpur Tihra by the state govt. 

This was stated by Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal, Chief Minister while addressing inaugural session of a three-day long seminar organised by Thakur Jagdev Chand Samriti Shodh Sansthan Samiti, Himachal Pradesh at Sujanpur Tihra on Saturday. 

Chief Minister said that there were some historical facts which did not coincide with the facts and figures and contradictory to the factual history. He said that distorted facts of the history of the country required revision and corrected if necessary. He said that the Thakur Jagdev Chand Memorial Research Centre was doing a great service in retracing the history of the country by gathering the correct facts and figures. 


Prof. Dhumal said that the foreign aggressors had attempted to undermine the self-confidence of the people of the country to disintegrate the society and the nation to their advantage. He said that India had a rich cultural heritage which was the binding force. He said that it was wrong to say that the Aryans were not the aborigines of India, while the community spread and flourished in India itself. He said that the modern science was much behind the astrological calculations made as per the guidance in the ancient scriptures authored by saints and sages centuries ago. 


Prof. Dhumal said that Sujanpur was historically an importance town which found mention in the history of the country. He said that the State Government would be restoring the historical monuments in the town and create quality infrastructure to meet the demand of the present day requirements. He said that Rs. 25 lakh would be provided for creation of parking slot in the town, Rs. 35 lakh on the Tourist Information Centre which would cater to the information requirements of the visitors. He said that Rs. 15 lakh would be spent over creation of basic wayside amenities while Rs. 40 lakh to be spent over the restoration of Narvdeshwar temple and construction of main gate of the fort which were historically important milestones in the town. He said that Chogan happened to be the identity of the town and the State Government would spend Rs. 10 lakh over the beautification of the same so that it could add to the tourist interest points in the district. 

Chief Minister released 'Sanskrit Sahitya Ka Himachal Ko Yogdan' authored by Dr. Om Prakash Sharma, 'Agarwal Vansh' authored by Dr. Om Prakash Garg of Rajasthan, 'Navam Bhag Kullu Kavaya' authored by Shri Gopal Sharam Shastri and was joined by Shri Shanta Kumar, M.P. 

Shanta Kumar, MP and former Chief Minister underlined the need to remove the discrepancies in the history of the country. He said that foreign aggressors misled the people of the country with distorted history to disintegrate the Indian society. He said that motherland was much above the heaven which had been nurturing the society for generations. He said that lakhs of people got martyred in the freedom struggle since 1857 which ultimately resulted into independence in 1947. He also emphasised the need to research the contribution of martyrs like Sardar Bhagat Singh, Chander Shekhar, Azad Rajguru etc. He said that the rich cultural heritage of the country needed to be preserved for future generations. 

Ram Singh Thakur, Founder of Thakur Jagdev Chand Memorial Research Centre, Neri delivered his keynote address and narrated the history of origin of the universe and the dynasties which ruled the world. He said that main objective of the Research Centre was to rewrite the history of India with focus upon Himachal Pradesh. He said that evolution of human being started from Himalayas and in Himachal it was at Manali. He said that Manu was the first person who landed upon the planet earth.
