SOCIAL JUSTICE TO ALL

Under Special Component Plan Rs. 396.72 crore spent for the welfare of scheduled castes in addition to normal plan outlay. 

Housing subsidy for the construction of houses enhanced from Rs 10,000 to Rs. 22,000 and for repair from Rs 5000 to Rs 10,000, Income limit enhanced from 11,000 to Rs 17,000.


Under the Inter Caste Marriage Scheme award of  Rs 25,000 to 158 couples benefited.


To provide basic amenities in Harijan Basties, grant to the tune of Rs One lakh being provided to panchayats.


Six Ashram Schools namely Lodwak (Kangra district), Sahu  , Garola , and Kihar (Chamba district) and Bharanu (Shimla District) setup for the children of nomadic gujjars.

16 girl hostels constructed for the  facility of SC’s/ST’s boys and girls studying in middle, high, higher secondary schools, colleges and universities. Besides this, 6 hostels for SC’s, 9 for ST’s and 2 for OBC’s under construction.


Pre-matric scholarship scheme launched for those engaged in unclean occupation.


Coaching and allied schemes implemented through Himachal Pradesh University and NGO’s for students belonging to SC’s/ST’s/OBC’s and minorities. 


Rs 5.625 lakh provided to 224 woman under self employment scheme.


43,249 persons brought under Social Security Pension scheme during the last three years taking the total number to 2,12,250. 


Hostel facility in the Bal/Balika Ashram enhanced upto 10+2.


Financial assistance to the inmates of Bal/Balika Ashram enhanced from Rs 6000 to Rs 10,000.


Marriage grant to destitute women/girls enhanced from Rs. 2500 to Rs 5100/- and 2294 girls benefited.


To help in rehabilitation of widows Rs 25,000/- being provided under Widow Re-Marriage scheme and 55 couples benefitted.


To check the menace of sexual harassment of women at working place committees at State and district level set up in each department.


485 beneficiaries provided Rs. 24.25 lakh as marriage grant to disabled persons during the period.


Free education provided to disabled children at Sundernagar (district Mandi), Dhalli (Shimla) and Sakoh (district Kangra) up to 8th Standard.
