

Banks advances loans of Rupees 107.42 crore.

Various nationalized banks and other public sector cooperative banks operating in Chamba district of Himachal Pradesh have advanced loans to the tune of  Rupees 107.42 crore in different fields of service sector and business sector during the last fiscal year ended on March 31 thereby exceeding its target by 20 percent.
Presiding over a meting of district-level Bankers’ advisory committee here today, Mr. Gopal Sharma, Deputy Commissioner of Chamba appealed to the bankers to promote valuable cash crops such as cultivation of floriculture, aromatic and medicinal plants by advancing loans to the enterprising farmers. 
The DC said that there was a lot of scope for the cultivation of lavender aromatic plants in Jassourgarh high-altitude area where the climate was best suited to lavender. Lavender Oil Extraction plant had already been installed in the area, the DC stated.
The DC said that the banks had played a pivot role in fostering the linkage of self-help groups in the hilly terrains of Chamba district.
In the meeting, the Lead Bank Officer Mr. D.T. Kinner disclosed that particularly in agriculture sector, loans to the tune of Rupees 20.03 crore had been advanced to the farmers against a target of Rupees 17.50 crore (eom)
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
