
11 CR. BEING SPENT ON JARANGLA-DUNALI ROAD 
HARSH MAHAJAN.
Chamba, 7 June.

So far 160 educated youth were appointed as PTA teachers in 78 new schools opened in Chamba constituency during the last four years. This was stated by Animal Husbandry and Housing Minister Sh. Harsh Mahajan while addressing a massive gathering at Rakh about 20 kilometers from Chamba here today.



He said that it is due to the farsightedness of Chief Minister, Virbhadra Singh, that today the State can boast of achieving the first position in the field of education in the country.


On the occasion the Minister announced the up gradation of about nine schools in Mehla block of Chamba constituency. Middle school Gurad was upgraded to plus two, primary schools of Jhangi, Sirna, Kundi and Darwin were upgraded to Middle schools and lastly middle schools of Churi and Gagla were announced to be upgraded as high schools.

He said that the decision of the State Government to open educational institution in the periphery of every one and a half kilometer has opened new vistas in the field of Education in the State.


Harsh said that new 119 Aanganwari Kendras would soon be opened in Mehla and Chamba blocks so as to provide employment to the poor people living below poverty line.


He also announced opening of the veterinary dispensary at Sukhral and Brehi.


Speaking on the road network, the minister said that in the last four years a sum of rupees 4 crore and seventy lakh were spent in Mehla Block on the construction of roads. Quoting few, he said, that a sum of rupees 1.58 crore were spent on Sunara road, rupees 92 lakh was spent on Dunali Brehi road a sum of rupees 40 lakh were spent on Rakh-Bindla road.

He said that the ongoing works of the roads in this region include, 1.18 crore Rakh- Samra, 11 crore for double laining Jarangla- Dunali road, and Chamba-Goli road which is being widened with the total expenditure of rupees 8 crore, the work on which is going on war footing.


Under Bharat Nirman Yojna, Bakani-Kalwara (2.57 crore), Baggah-Taggi (3.35 crore), Sunara-Androond (74.80 lakh), Mangla-Taproon (4.67crore) and Sultanpur-Draman (1.62crore) roads have been sanctioned, the work on which would begin soon in near future, said Mr, Mahajan.

Earlier the minister inaugurated the Solid Waste Management Project, constructed with an outlay of rupees one crore and also the minister laid the foundation stone of the foot bridge Uhan to be constructed with the sum of rupees 38 lakh. The minister also laid the foundation stone of the Bakani Bridge and Bakani-Dharbeta road to be constructed with an expenditure of rupees one crore 85 lakh (1.85 crore) ( eom)
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
