H.P.CABINET DECISIONS

The Himachal Pradesh Cabinet in its meeting  held here today approved the Amendment in the Emergency Relief Manual providing ex-gratia grant of Rs. 75,000 to Rs. 1.00 lakh to  next of the kin of the deceased in an accident as also ex-gratia grant worth Rs. 25,000 to Rs. 35,000 to persons with 40 to 70 percent disability for loss of limb or eye, in addition to free supply of limbs and  Rs. 50,000 for above 75 percent disability.

Shri Virbhadra Singh, Chief Minister, presided over the meeting. 
It decided to constitute one additional Bench of State Administrative Tribunal each at Dharamshala in North Zone and Mandi Central Zone, with creation of one post each of Judicial and Administrative Members, with 37 posts for each Bench, on permanent basis;  approved expansion of ESI Scheme in village,  Jabli, in district Solan, for implementation of ESI Scheme with 6 posts of different categories;

It approved the Himachal Pradesh Medical Council Rules, 2007 and Himachal Pradesh Paramedical Council (General) Rules, 2007, enacted in year 2003 and made effective from 29th October, 2003.

It granted permission to issue Letter of Intent for setting up of Private Universities in the State

It approved restructuring of the Wild Life Wing of the State Forest Department and approved Spiti Forest Division as Spiti Wild Life Wing of the State and handing over of 5 wild life sanctuaries from territorial control to the Wild Life Wing.

It decided to declare 54 more buildings as heritage building falling outside the Heritage Zone in Shimla Planning Area which included Auckland House School, Tara Hall, YWCA, YMCA, Rothney Castle, Convent of Jesus and Mary, Sterling Castle, Hainault, Jakhoo Temple, Pari Mahal, Holly Lodge, DC Residence, Kamla Nehru Hospital, Bishop Cotton School, Sidhowal Lodge, Kalka Shimla Railway Line, Bemloe Cottages,Winter Field, St Edwards School, DC Office, Police Stations of Shimla Sadar and Chhota Shimla, Ellerslie Building , Thistle Bank etc.. 
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It approved opening of new ITI at Killar (Pangi), Theog, Batail in Gopalpur, Garh Jamula in Sulah, Gangath, Nirmand, Bharmour, Dada Siba, Santokhgarh, Talwar in Kangra, Sujanpur Tihra, Lambloo in Hamirpur, Chirgaon, Tissa, Lachori (Banikhet) alongwith 140 posts, 10 posts for each ITI to make the same functional.  Now every assembly segment has either ITI or ITC which fulfills the Budget Assurance of the Chief Minister.

It granted sanction to create and fill up  1482 posts of different categories in various departments which included 2 posts of Lecturer in the Department of Economics, Government Degree College, Sanjauli, Shimla;72 posts of various categories including filling up of posts of class IV and clerks from surplus pool for newly created sub-tehsils, Bharari, Namhol and Galore and newly upgraded tehsil Sri Naina Deviji, Haroli and Rakkar as well as newly create tehsil at Jwalamukhi; 4 posts of drivers in the Deputy Commissioner, Shimla office; one post of driver in SDM Ghumarwin office; 257 posts of various categories in the Urban Local Bodies for regularization of daily waged employees besides relaxing the educational qualification in respect of 113 daily wagers; 88 posts for 10 Market Committees in HP State Agriculture Marketing Board; 3 posts of Junior Draftsman; one post of clerk in Subordinate Services Selection Board in relaxation of Recruitment and Promotion Rules; 22 posts of teaching and non-teaching categories for RKMV, Shimla; 114 posts of Horticulture Development Officers and 126 vacant posts of Horticulture Extension Officers on contract basis; one post of clerk against the handicapped quota in Excise and Taxation Department; one post of District Public Relations Officer/Information Officer; superannuary post of district Welfare Officer in the Social Justice and Empowerment Department; one post of Principal Private Secretary in HP Secretariat, 2 posts of Surveyors and 15 chainmen in Town and Country Planning Department; 133 posts of Registrars in Indira Gandhi Government Medical College Shimla and Dr. Rajendra Prasad Government Medical College, Kangra at Tanda; 190 posts of dais/midwives in the Primary Health Centres beside one post of sweeper for PHC Saach in Chamba district; 9 posts of Physiotherapists for District Hospitals; 10 posts of Health Educators in Health and Family Welfare Department though HP Public Service Commission; two posts of junior scale stenographers in Youth Services and Sports Department; 68 posts of teaching and non-teaching for newly taken over College Kanwar Durga Chand Memorial College, Jaisinghpur.

It also granted sanction for filling up of 102 posts of various categories identified as 3 percent backlog quota posts under Persons with Disability Act, 1995 in HP State Electricity Board.
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It approved Recruit and Promotion Rules for the post of  Additional Secretary to the Government of Himachal Pradesh; Director/Principal, Assistant Professor (Mechanical Engineering); Assistant Professor (Pharmacy); Senior Lecturer, Computer Engineering; Lecturer, Information and Technology (Polytechnic) in the Department of Technical Education and Vocational and Industrial Training; amended existing Recruitment and Promotion Rules for the post 

of Assistant Town Planner; regularization of 7 daily waged patwaries in HPPWD,  - in relaxation of Patwar examination.

It granted permission for opening of PWD Civil Division for Dr. Rajendra Prasad Government Medical College, Kangra at Tanda; alongwith 4 new posts of different categories; new Sub-Tehsil at Bhadrota with headquarter at Dopi in district Mandi.

The Cabinet granted permission for development of proposed new building for the office of Lokayukta at Ram Chandra Chowk, Shimla; ex-post facto planning permission of HPTDC near Lake View Café, Bilspur; Farmers Education Training Centre at New Delhi to be operated by the Agriculture Marketing Board.

It sanctioned two vehicles for DC, Kullu; two vehicles for the Department of Environment and Scientific Technologies; one vehicle for Director of Medical Education, HP; one vehicle for Director of Youth Services and Sports; 8 vehicles for GAD.

It approved reduction in VAT on old/used cars from 12.5 percent to 4 percent on all makes; sale of HPMC Sale Shop at Shimla to Horticulture 
Department.

It approved upgradation of  Government Primary School, Kashlog to High School along with 6 posts of teaching and non-teaching categories.
