H.P CABINET DECISIONS
The Himachal Pradesh Cabinet in its meeting held here today decided to regularize the services of 1,637 eligible daily wage workers of Forest Department by creating equal number of Class-IV posts and 1,030 daily wagers of HP State Forest Corporation and absorb them in the government departments against vacant posts of equivalent nature of duties; regularize the services of 1,626 Vidya Upasaks, subject to completion of training/award of Special JBT Certificates against the posts of JBTs in the Elementary Education Directorate on fulfillment of the eligibility conditions; besides appointing the 39 TTC trained from St. Bede’s College, Shimla and 174 trained JBTs from Ramakrishana Teachers Training Institute, Kullu on contract basis besides creating  9,138 posts of various categories in different departments, Boards and Corporations which includes regularization of daily wagers and granted permission to fill up the same after observation of codal formalities. Majority of positions have been created in the Education and Health departments

Shri Virbhadra Singh, Chief Minister, presided over the meeting.

It approved the reduction in prices of essential commodities and Above Poverty Line families will get rice at the rate of Rs. 9 per kg instead of Rs. 9.40 to Rs. 10.55 per kg earlier and wheat flour at the rate of Rs. 8 per kg instead of Rs. 8.65 per kg. fixed earlier.  The scale of edible oil has also been increased from one litre to two litres per ration card for all the categories.  The card holders will have the option to purchase either Mustard Oil or Refined Oil on the scale of one litre each or either two litres of Mustard Oil or two litres of Refined Oil as per their choice.  The Mustard Oil would be costing Rs. 45 per litre and Refind Oil Rs. 40 per litre which was earlier being sold at a rate of Rs. 50 per litre.  The rates for cereals have also been fixed at Rs. 25 for Urd Dal and Rs. 25 for Dal Chana per kg and card holders will be getting additional subsidy of Rs. 5 per kg. on each dal.

The Cabinet decided to implement the 85th Amendment of the Constitution of India with retrospective effect from 17th June, 1995, without the concept of creamy layer conditions.  As a consequence no reversions will take place of any category.  If need be superannuary posts will be created to avoid reversions.

It approved to launch a scheme for giving incentives in the shape of Grant-in-Aid to the Best Performing Panchayats for construction of Ran Water Harvesting structures.  The scheme includes incentive of Rs. 5 lakh to the Best Performing Gram Panchayat at the State Level; Rs/ 3 lakh to the Best Performing Gram Panchayat at the District Level and Rs. 1.00 lakh to the Best Performing Gram Panchayat at the Block level.
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It decided to constitute a Screening Committee for conferment of Himachal Gaurav Purskar for the outstanding contribution made in saving the lives of people, art and literature, sports and other activities.

It approved enhancement in the amount of gratuity from existing Rs. 1.00 lakh to Rs. 3.50 lakhs in respect of HPFC and Amendment of Regulation – 6 of HPFC payment of Gratuity to Employees Regulation, 2004, as required under section 48 of State Financial Corporation Act, 1951.

It approved the  introduction of Pension Scheme for the HP State Civil Supplies Corporation out of Employees Superannuation Fund and Contributory Pension Fund, Rule, 2006; 

It also approved the merger of Kinnar Kailash Power Corporation and Pabbar Valley Power Corporoation set up by HPSEB into the Himachal Pradesh Power Corporation Limited and sanctioned 38 posts of different categories. It approved terms and conditions of the State Information Commissioner

It approved Amendment in Himachal Pradesh Motor Vehicles Rules, 1999, to delegate powers to Secretaries of Regional Transport Authorities for discharging functions of routine nature.

It granted permission to start GNM courses in 11 and ANM courses in 15 private nursing institutions fulfilling the eligibility norms prescribed by the state government to operate the same in the state.

Granted NOC for conversion of Curzon Cottage in residential accommodation for the staff of the Himachal Pradesh High Court; 

It approved opening of Industrial Training Institute at Baroh (Nagrota Bagwan) in district Kangra, Thalout in District Mandi and Garnota (Bhattiyat) in district Chamba, Swarghat in district Bilaspur alongwith 36 posts of various categories.

It approved creation and filling up of  1787 posts of teaching and non-teaching staff for the newly opened/upgraded 235 middle, high and 18 senior secondary schools; 1,311 posts of teaching and non teaching categories in the government degree colleges besides 107 posts of superintendent grade-II in the senior secondary schools;  3 posts of District Attorney (Class-I-Gazetted)  and 13 posts of Deputy Attorneys (Class-I-Gazetted); 11 posts of Law Officers for all the Deputy Commissioners, except for the district of Lahaul and Spiti, out of which  3 posts would be in the rank of District Attorney for Shimla, Mandi and Kangra and remaining in the rank of Deputy District Attorney.  The Deputy District Attorney posted in Deputy Commissioner office Kullu will look after the legal work of 
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Deputy Commissioner Lahaul-Spiti and also 5 posts of Deputy District Attorneys have been created to cope with the legal work relating to different departments at the 

Himachal Pradesh Secretariat level; 3 additional posts of Inspectors, 3 sub-inspectors and 2 Assistant Sub Inspectors have been created with a view to reorganize the State Criminal Investigation Department; one post of Head Constable, 3 posts of constables and one post of steno-typist and one post of sweeper (part-time) created for Sub Divisional Police Office at Chopal in district Shimla by  granting relaxation in the educational qualifications; one post of Chief Supervisor in HP Secretariat

It sanctioned one post of Court Secretary in the Himachal Pradesh High court; 9 posts of drivers in the Forest Department by regularization of 9 eligible daily waged drivers; upgraded  5 posts of Junior Instructors to Deputy Director and the post of Pharmacist to Chief Pharmacist in the Mountaineering Institute, Manali; 10 posts of different categories for Swimming Pool, Una and Mandi on contract basis; 14 posts of Librarians in 14 newly opened Government Degree Colleges; 14 posts of non-teaching staff for Rajiv Gandhi Degree College, Chaura Maidan, Shimla; 5 posts for Electronics and Communication Engineering to start Diploma Course at Dr. B.R.Ambedkar Government Polytechnic College, Ambota in district Una; 10 posts of senior scale stenographers upgraded to personal assistants in Himachal Pradesh Secretariat in relaxation of Recruitment and Promotion Rules; upgradation of one post of Personal Assistant to that of Private Secretary in the Election Department; 5 posts of Fire Officers and 9 posts of Leading Firemen; 10 posts of various disciplines for Government B.Pharmacy College, Rohru; 14 Accounts Officers and 9 of other categories in the HP State Electricity Regulatory Commission; 5 posts of different categories in the Social Justice and Empowerment Department under Schedule Caste Sub-Plan; granted relaxation in educational/technical qualifications to 68 daily wages of Housing Department.

Cabinet approved creation of 413 posts of para medical staff in the Health and Family Welfare Department;  9 posts of Professors, 6 posts of Associate Professors, 2 posts of Assistant Professors and 17 posts of Assistant Professors Plastic Surgery for strengthening the Super Speciality, Chest and TB, and Bio-Physics Departments of the Indira Gandhi Medical College, Shimla and Dr. Rajendra Prasad Government Medical College, Kangra at Tanda besides 55 posts of Laboratory Assistants for Civil Hospitals, IGMC etc.; 53 posts of Medical Officers (Dental) and 15 posts each of Dental Mechanics and Dental Hygienists on contract basis;  8 posts of various categories for upgraded PHC Daroh in district Kangra 17 posts of Radiographers for 
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PHCs and CHCs having X-Ray Plant installations; 52 posts of various categories for strengthening the Kamla Nehru 

Cabinet approved the Amendment in Town and Country Planning Rules  by amending the Interim Development Plans  with regard to regulation of the  development of apartments in various Planning/Special Areas in the state, making provision of  parking premises, garages, FR ratio, safety measures and rain water harvesting mandatory; Amendment in Himachal Pradesh Vidhan Sabha Secretariat (Recruitment and Conditions of Service) Rules, 1974 with the creation of new post of Senior Private Secretary on account of bifurcation of cadres of Section Officer and Private Secretary; approved framing and notifying the new Recruitment and Promotion Rules for the post of Programmer, class-I Gazetted in the Election Department; upgradation of cadre of Monument Attendants at two stages on the basis of Hon’ble Tribunal orders in the Language, Art and Culture Department;

It decided to take over the privately managed 95 percent aided Indira Gandhi High School, Shehrol, in district Solan besides taking over the services of the eligible staff. 
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
