
NEW B. ED. COLLEGE FOR CHAMBA SOON- HARSH
Chamba, 7 June


The Himachal Pradesh Government has decided to open a B.ed college at Chamba in Private sector, which would be made functional within a month, said Animal Husbandry and Housing minister, Harsh Mahajan after dedicating the refurbished Chowgan number two and five to the general public here today. 


 He said that the students from Chamba had to go to far off places and other states to do Bachelor of education studies and with the opening of the College at Chamba the educated youth would be facilitated in the long run within the district itself.


The minister said that the cabinet has given a nod to 48 posts of the teachers for the 20 crore, Millennium Polytechnic College at Sarol (Chamba) with the starting of the session this year next month.

He said that the Government Degree College would soon be shifted to Sultanpur, on the outskirts of Chamba town, the foundation stone of which would be laid by the Chief Minister during his visit to Chamba in the first week of August, on the conclusion of International Minjar fair.


Harsh said the Government has approved a sum of rupees eight crore for the new Bus Stand at Chamba to be constructed near the HRTC workshop. He said that a sum of eight crore more were sanctioned for the district Jail which is being constructed at Rajpura about 10 kilometers from the town. He said that the construction is being undertaken by the Himachal Pradesh Housing and Urban development Authority.

He announced that the installation of water gauge to access the water tariff were now not necessary for the private consumers in the town and the condition has been waived off from now onwards.


The minister said that the posts of doctors in the Regional hospital were being filled on priority basis and the orders of seven doctors specialized in the field of Surgery, Anesthesia, ENT, Medicines, and Gynecologists have been for the district hospital Chamba who were ordered to join soon.


Speaking on the present road network in the Chamba, the minister said that a sum of rupees 82 crore were being spent on the construction of roads, buildings and bridges in the district. He said that in Chamba constituency alone, rupees 40 crore were being spent on the roads, buildings and bridges. Mahajan said that a sum of rupees 15 crore were provided to PWD department for the construction and widening of the roads in Chamba and in the first phase the work of widening of the road from Goli to Chamba is being taken up, for which a sum of rupees 3 crore have been received by the PWD from NHPC authorities.

Earlier he dedicated the renovated Chowgan number two and five to the people of Chamba district on which a sum of rupees 60 lakh have been spent.(EOM)
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
