   Rs.10 crore to be spent for houses to poor people :Kapoor
Dharmshala 13 October- Over 195 houses and labour hostel would be constructed at Yol khas at cost of rupees  ten crores under IHSDP programme with a view to provide  shelter facilities to houseless poor people living in slums areas of Dharmshala town.

   This was stated by Minister for Industries, Labour  and employment, Sh Kishan kapoor at a public meeting  after lying the foundation stone of two parking at Kotwali Bazar here today. These parking would be constructed at a cost of Rs. one crore.

  He said that state government is accorded  top priority to develop every town of the state in a  systematical and planned manner, with a view to reduce the congestion.
