As many as 1,300 more personnel would be added into the State police force while class IV employees of the department would be provided one percent reservation to be elevated to the post of constables. 

This was disclosed by Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal, Chief Minister, while addressing the 11th Passing Out Prarade ceremony at Police Training College, Daroh, in district Kangra today. There were 559 contingents including four women trainees who passed out from PTC Daroh. The passing out parade was led by Shri Sushant Kumar.

Chief Minister said that the state police was being strengthened as more reserve battalions had been raised in the State. He said that during past three years, 2,490 youth had been provided entry into State Police and others promotional avenues, which was a record in itself. He said that 99 youth had been recruited to the posts of sub-inspectors, 55 elevated to different gazetted ranks, 185 inspectors, 311 sub-inspectors, 473 assistant sub inspectors and 1037 constables had been promoted. He said that the Government had decided to promote 50 percent of the constables from amongst the direct recruitees passing B-1 test while remaining 50 percent would be promoted on the basis of merit cum seniority. 

Prof. Dhumal said that efforts were afoot to modernise the State Police by equipping them with latest of the machinery and equipments. He said that during past three years, Rs. 29 crore had been spent on modernization activities of the police, creating police stations, providing efficient vehicles for mobility, training, communication, security and Forensic Science Laboratory facilities etc. He said that no effort would be left undone to make the State Police best equipped, modernized and professionally most competent. 

He said that the State has succeeded in getting raised three India Reserve Battalions out of which 5th IRB was women Battalion which was undergoing training at Sakoh. This was an endeavour to give boost to women empowerment in the State said the Chief Minister adding that ‘Beti Anmol Hai’ was not only a slogan but was being realized with the raising of women IRB in the State. He said that the recruitment of women battalion was in progress.

Chief Minister said that the police played a pivotal role in raising the image of the Government even under adverse circumstances. Himachal Pradesh being a favourite tourist destination and visited by tourists from all over the world, hence the role of police becomes all the more important and it is expected from them to extend all possible help to the visitors and be a guiding force to them besides maintaining law and order, said he. He said that people visiting police stations with complaints were expected to be paid due attention and best possible service were to be extended to them without any reservations. He said that good behaviour on their part would spread good message even to the remote corners of the world by the people who were assisted by them in courteous manner. He said that the uniform, Police wears symbolized immense powers vested in them which needed to be upheld at all costs.


Prof. Dhumal said that to give them proper housing facility, Rs. 10 crore were spent during year 2008-09 and was increased by 50 percent and made Rs. 15 crore during previous year 2009-10. In addition to this, Rs. 1.38 crore were being spent under Tribal Sub Plan which would meet the cost of 225 housing units in the State. He said that equal budgetary provision of Rs. 15 crore had also been made during current financial year and additionally Rs. 1.40 crore would also be spent under Tribal Sub Plan. He said that Rs. 5 crore would be spent over the infrastructure creation facilities of the passing out 4th IRB by constructing 222 housing units. He said that in all about 700 housing units had been constructed for police personnel alone during past three years.

Chief Minister congratulated the passing out police contigents and wished them a bright fuure. He hoped that the passing out contingents would leave no stone unturned to rise to the oath they had been administered in the Passing Out Parade. He announced matching grant of Rs. 25 lakh for welfare and sports activities of the College, Rs. 5 lakh for furnishing of the training hall. Prof. Dhumal said that inspectors and sub-inspectors would be provided avenues for promotion to the posts of direct Deputy Superintendents of Police. Forensic training facilities would also be available at Police Training Centre (PTC) Daroh where a scientific officer would be posted in near future and Rs. 10 lakh for rain water harvesting and water supplies to the college campus. 

CM awarded All Round Best Trophy to Constable Kiran Kumari who was also presented a digital camera and was also adjudged All Round Outdoor Best. Constable Sushant Kumar was given second position trophy. Constable Balbir Singh was Indoor First, recruit constable Lokesh Kumar was second, Recruit constable Avinesh Kumar was best in range classification and recruit constable Ashwani was best sportsperson. Head Constable Asha Ram was best Instructor, while Shri Vikas Sharma was at second position.

Later CM dedicated the newly constructed dispensary building to the staff, trainees of the College and local people of surrounding villages constructed at a cost of Rs. 17 lakh.

CM also released ‘Investigating Disproportionate Assets of Income’ authored by Shri Kapil Sharma, SP Bilaspur and Police Song CD brought out by the CID of State Police.

Dr. D.S.Manhas, DGP welcomed the Chief Minister and said that in addition to the professional training, moral education, social welfare activities had also been added to their training schedule. He advised the passing out recruits to maintain neutrality and impartiality while performing their duties. He said that trust of common man in them would be the best reward for them while performing duties by upholding the provisions of the Constitution of India. 

Shri G.D.Bhargava, DIG and Principal of the PTC Daroh, also welcomed the Chief Minister and detailed training components of the passing out 4th IRB. He said that overall personality development and latest trends in meeting challenges to maintain law and order were part of the training schedule.

Mass PT display and various other skills were also exhibited by the passing out recruits on the occasion.

	CM STRESS TO ADOPT ORGANIC FARMING
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Need had arisen to revert back to the old farming practices by giving boost to organic farming said Prof. Prem Kumar Dhumal, Chief Minister while addressing the scientists, students and people at Chaudhary Sarvan Kumar University of Agriculture at Palampur after he dedicated Farmers Hostel Complex constructed at a cost of Rs. 1.5 crore. The hostel has capacity to house 104 farmers. He also laid foundation stone of Advanced Multi Disciplinary Veterinary Services and Farmers Capacity Building Centre and dedicated Agriculture Engineering Block, constructed at a cost of Rs. 64.84 lakh to the students of the University. 

Addressing in National Workshop on Kharif and pulses of Indian Council Agriculture Research, Chief Minister said that the State Government was committed to strengthen the agriculture sector to meet demand of the people vis-a-vis educating the youth to work for strengthening the farm sector. 

Prof. Dhumal said that CSK University was emerging the best equipped centre of par excellence in North India. He said that agriculture, dairy farming were the basic avocations of hilly farming society which was required to be revived by reverting back to the old farm practices adding that it was the necessity of the day to shift to traditional farm practices keeping in view adverse impact of chemical fertilizers on farm produce today causing various ailments and affecting our health. 

Chief Minister urged the assembly of eminent scientists assembled from different parts of the country, to come out with practically implementable solution for the farm sector, keeping in view the topographical conditions prevalent in hill State like Himachal Pradesh. 

Prof. Dhumal said that price rise was a major challenge today and unprecedented increase in the price of pulses had made living difficult for common man. He underlined the need for taking research from laboratories to the farms, so that farmers were benefitted by latest techniques which would help them to increase their production. He said that multi cropping system which was traditional in farm sector had been discontinued which otherwise should have continued. He said that use of chemical fertilizers was one of the major reason which had reduced the fertility of the soil. 

Chief Minister said that agriculture had been contributing significantly to the economy of the nation, since it engaged major chunk of national population dependent upon farming activities for earning their livelihood. He said that as the farm sector had major proportion of population residing in the villages, the rural areas needed to be strengthened as rural empowerment, which was a passage to prosperity of any country is the motive of the State Government for which it is committed. 

Prof. Dhumal said that the State was spending major portion of its budget over agriculture and horticultural activities. He said that the State Government had launched Pandit Deen Dayal Kisan Bagwan Samridhi Yojna at a cost of Rs. 353 crore where record 80 percent of the project cost was being provided as subsidy to the farmers. He said that the State Government had decided to enhance subsidy component upto 90 percent for bamboo based poly houses to IRDP BPL families. He said that it had emerged as a role model to rest of the country since many States had also started thinking about rural empowerment. 

Chief Minister said that the State Government would evaluate the performance of field level functionaries. He said that the agriculture and horticulture scientists should invariably visit villages and educate farmers about the latest innovation in farm sector where organic farming was gaining popularity. 

Chief Minister released 'Crop Protection-Natural Protection system' authored by Dr. Rajan Katoch of the University. 

Dr. V.D. Patil, Assistant Director General of ICAR dwelled upon the necessity of holding the seminar on pulses keeping in view the importance in eating habits. He spoke about the national scenario about pulses production. 

Dr. Tej Pratap, Vice Chancellor CSK Agriculture University welcomed the Chief Minister for adding more momentum into the university infrastructure. He said that in near future University would be admitting about 5000 students besides introducing new vocational courses. He said that a Rs. 100 crore blue print had been drawn for the university. 

Shri Ravinder Ravi, Irrigation and Public Health Minister, Cap. Atma Ram, Shri Vipin Parmar, Shri Parveen Sharma, Shri Sanjay Chaudhary, MLAs, Shri Trilok Kapoor, Chairman, Woolfed, Dr. Furkan Kanwar, VC Central University, Shri Bhagwan Dass, Vice Chairman, Kangra Central Cooperative Bank, Shri Ram Subhag Singh, Secretary, Agriculture, Shri R.S.
