Rs. 20 Crores to be spent on social security pension
Dharamshala June, 25:  State Govt. is spending more than Rs.20 Crores to provide social secuirity pension to 48559 eligible persons in Kangra district during the current fiscal year 2011-12.

This was revealed by Deputy Commissioner Kangra R.S. Gupta, while reviewing the progress under social welfare programme in Kangra district, here today. 
He informed that nearly 12000 new cases of social security pension have been sanctioned during past 3 years and all pending cases would b e settled very shortly, so that eligible persons would avail the benefits of the scheme. 

Dy. Commissioner that under Mukhya Mantri Kanyadaan Yojna 313 BPL families have been provided financial assistance of Rs. 11001 to each family for the marriage of daughter, during last year and the same number of beneficiaries would be assisted during current fiscal year. 
He said that a sum of Rs. 2.37 Crores would be spent to provide house grant to 488 BPL families during this year and under the scheme Rs.48500 to be given each family for the construction of house. Besides, Computer Application training are being imparted to 256 unemployed youths to make them self-reliant in different centres in the district, he added. 

Mr. MR Sangroli, Dy. Director Social Justice and Empowerment Department welcomed the Dy. Commissioner and others officers and detailed the various programs being implemented for the socio-economic upliftment of poor and needy persons of the district. 
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
