99 case of dairy farming sanctioned 
Dharamshala 31st  May : As many as 99 case of dairy farming amounting to Rs. 1.37 Crore, have been sanctioned  under Doodh Ganga project in  Kangra district during current financial year 2010-11. This was revealed by Additional Deputy Commissioner, Kangra Dr. Sandeep Bhatnagar, while reviewing the progress at a meeting of standing committee of  District Credit Plan,  organised by Punjab National Bank,  lead bank of district, here today. 
He said that under this scheme 263 cases of dairy farming have been sanctioned during last year by providing loan of 1.91 Crore to the beneficiaries. He asked the bankers to execute the scheme in a right perspective so that benefits of the scheme reach the poor farmers and un-employed youths.
Dr. Bhatnagar said  that under this scheme, the beneficiaries can avail the facilities of bank loan up to Rs. 3 Lakh for purchase of cows and construction of shed including 10 % share by the beneficiries. Bank loan to the tune of Rs. 20 lakh for the purchase of cold chain milk transportation system would also be provided, he added. He said that  fifty percent amount of loan will be interest free and if regular repayment is made by the beneficiaries, fifty percent subsidy on interest amount would be given. 
Chief Lead District Manager, District Kangra, Sh. RS Rohil, Distt. Development Manager, NABARD, Sh. Desh Raj, PO, DRDA, Dr. Harish Gajju were present in the meeting among others. 
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
