50 Micro Observers Appointed

As many as 50 micro observers were appointed in the hyper-sensitive and critical polling stations of the district to ensure free, fair and peaceful election. A total of 518 polling stations were created in five constituencies of the district, out of which 98 were declared sensitive while 43 were pronounced hyper-sensitive. 


This was stated by Narad Singh Yadav, election observer while presiding over the meeting convened for the review of the election arrangements at Nahan late last evening.


He inquired about the availability of the copies of the electoral rolls, updation of lists of classified service voters, amendments due to change in nomenclatures of the polling stations, vulnerable mapping, provision of ramps, electors photo identity cards, EVMs, implementation of model code of conduct and prevention of defacement of public property, communication plan and videography of critical events.


Deputy Commissioner Pushpendra Rajput asked the SDMs to brief about the movement plan of various polling parties and the number of vehicles required.  He directed all the concerned officers to submit the poll day reports at the given time.  He also inquired about the arrangements for collection of EVMs and other election record at collection centres. 


SP AP Singh briefed about the steps taken to maintain law and order.  He said borders along with the Haryana would be sealed on the polling day.


ADC Dinesh Malhotra said arrangements for counting were complete and training for the micro observers was scheduled on May 9.  


All SDMs, DPRO, DIO and Tehsildars attended the meeting.

Dry Spell Costs 7 crore


Dry spell prevailing in the district since winter caused a loss over Rs. seven crore damaging the agriculture and horticulture sectors badly. A loss of more than Rs. 600 lacs was recorded in agriculture while horticulture witnessed over Rs.95 lacs.  Fire incidents in various jungles in the district affected forest wealth over 1619 hectares.  


This was revealed by ADC Dinesh Malhotra in a review meeting organised at Nahan to assess the loss suffered due to the dry spell and fire incidents in the district. 


He directed the concerned officers to provide potable water in the affected areas through tankers and where roads were not available, mules should be used. He directed to check the quality of water and ensure timely maintenance of hand pumps.
